· Barry Hughes: Procurement of the AOE-6 will get you to a report that outlines the process for the AOE-6. It treats each step in the process in enough detail to be very helpful.

· Dave Brown (for CDR Rick Schulz):

· There is no Navy or DoD consolidated "instruction" or primer on "how to build ships". Since the Navy relies on the Private Sector Shipyards to build ALL Navy and other service warships, submarines, patrol craft, boats, et al., each shipyard has their specific instructions. So it depends. The Navy uses IPPD within the SE process to influence the design which is ultimately a performance specification put out as a RFP from which shipyards "compete" for ship construction business and dollars.

· NAVSEA oversees all ship and submarine design and construction via NAVSEA 04 (Supervisor of Shipbuilding) and NAVSEA 05 (Ship and Sub Engineer ing). You could contact them via their web site.

· The only consolidated "primers" I know of are Naval Architecture and Ship Construction test books available via educational institutions and Amazon.com, et al. Also, in the summer months, MIT holds a Professional Summer Program that gives one or two week courses on ship/sub design and construction. This would be an excellent short course.
