Distribution

Access to and distribution of data are critical to the protection of data rights.  The data management process includes reviewing the types and varieties of IP to be addressed, and methods of controlling access and distribution.  Utilizing a manual process, IP may be managed through controlled access facilities.  Electronic methods include organizational and role-based access control to limit the electronic access to data.

Data management must ensure the information to be distributed is approved or authorized for use and distribution.  Data is distributed or used only after authorization by a review authority.  This authority may be delegated to data management.  The data should be distributed in accordance with the defined process and the user rights.  The distribution may be performed manually or electronically, utilizing a method that meets the requirements of the process.  In an electronic environment, notification should be considered delivery distribution for both customer information and supplier information.
