Item Unique Identification (IUID)

Unique Item Identification:  The offeror shall identify Weapons Replaceable Assemblies (WRAs), as well as, embedded subassemblies, components or parts that may be serially managed, mission essential or a controlled inventory item. The identification of WRAs, subassemblies, components or embedded parts that may require an Item Unique Item Identification (IUID) shall be delivered at (cite the event by CDRL, PDR, technical interchange meeting, etc.) for government review/concurrence. 
For such items as approved by the government, the offeror shall provide DoD unique item identification (UII) or a DoD recognized unique identification equivalent for WRAs, subassemblies, components and parts embedded with delivered items.  All parts marking shall be in accordance with the current version of MIL-STD-130, Identification Marking of U.S. Military Property and DFARS 252.211-7003, Item Identification and Valuation.  Contractor shall perform an engineering analysis required to determine the appropriate method for marking each item that requires UII.  The Contractor shall ensure that the UID marking location will be optimized for ease of scanning, and shall avoid applying UID markings on curved or rounded surfaces.  The Contractor shall document the location and marking method on the deliverable engineering technical documentation (e.g., drawings).

UID marking shall include the Unique Item Identifier (UII) on the UID plate or label, or on the item identification plate, or directly on the item in 2D Data Matrix barcode symbology. A 2-D Data Matrix, ECC 200 compliant bar code (ISO/IEC 16022) shall be used to carry the UID data elements. The Contractor shall include human readable information (HRI) of the 2D Data Matrix as part of the UID mark where adequate space is available in accordance with MIL-STD-130M.  The UII format shall be in accordance with the "Department of Defense Guide to Uniquely Identifying Items: Assuring Valuation, Accountability, and Control of Government Property," Version 1.6, June 1, 2006.  At a minimum the machine readable information (MRI) shall contain discrete elements including:
· UID (concatenated, either Construct 1 or Construct 2)
· Issuing Agency Code

· Enterprise Identifier

· Original Part Number

· Serial Number

Where nameplates are used, each of the nameplates attached to the WRAs, subassemblies, components and parts shall have the UID marking. 
The Contractor shall register and validate all UIDs with the DOD UID Registry and shall ensure all item parent/child relationships are accurately recorded in the UID Registry.

 The Contractor shall preserve, package, pack and IUID items IAW MIL-STD-129P, Military Marking for Shipment and Storage and DFARS Clause 211.275-3 Radio Frequency Identification (RFID).
