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DOD CONTRACTING OFFICER – TO DO LIST

1. DoD Contracting Officers are advised that Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) Case 2005-040, entitled “Electronic Subcontracting Reporting System” was published on April 22, 2008 as an interim rule in the Federal Register, FAC 2005-025.   This case amends FAR Part 19.7, as it relates to subcontracting reports, and requires other than small business contractors to provide assurances that they will submit the Individual Subcontract Report (ISR) (former SF 294s) or the Summary Subcontract Report (SSR) (former SF 295s) using the Electronic Subcontracting Reporting System (eSRS) (http://www.esrs.gov).  The interim rule also requires that prime contractors ensure that their subcontractors, with subcontracting plans, submit the ISR and/or the SSR using the eSRS.  
2.  DoD is using a phased approach to deploy eSRS.   Phase I began in the April 2008 reporting period.  It includes all remaining DoD Components so that FY 08 year-end subcontracting reports are captured in the system.    DoD Contracting Agencies, Officers and/or Specialists are required to take the following actions:  

·  Include the "April 2008" interim version of FAR 52.212-5, Contract Terms and Conditions Required to Implement Statutes or Executive Order – Commercial Contract  (APR 2008),  52.219-9 Small Business Subcontracting Plan (APR 2008) and/or 52.219-25, Small Disadvantaged Business Participating Program – Disadvantaged Status and Reporting (APR 2008) in all new solicitations and/or contracts.  
· Modify existing contracts or solicitations that include previous versions of  the following clauses to included the revised FAR clauses 52.212-5, Contract Terms and Conditions Required to Implement Statutes or Executive Order – Commercial Contract  (APR 2008),  52.219-9 Small Business Subcontracting Plan (APR 2008) and/or 52.219-25, Small Disadvantaged Business Participating Program – Disadvantaged Status and Reporting (APR 2008).    The “April 2008” clauses should be incorporated into existing contracts and new awards by March 31, 2009 in order to comply with the April 2009 reporting period.
· Inform your prime contractors that they, along with their subcontractors, are required to submit subcontract reports using the eSRS for the April 2009 and all subsequent reporting periods.   Instructions on eSRS can be found at (http://www.esrs.gov).  Advise contractors that they should review the training material located on the website prior to submitting a report.  Training presentations can also be found on the DPAP website at http://www.acq.osd.mil/dpap/pdi/eb/electronic_subcontracting_reporting_system.html.  
· Inform your prime contractors that they are to provide their prime contract number, their DUNS number, and the e-mail address of the Government or Contractor Official responsible for acknowledging or rejecting the reports, to all first-tier subcontractors with subcontracting plans so they can enter this information into the eSRS when submitting their reports.
· Instruct prime contractors to modify all subcontracts subject to the flow down requirements of FAR 52.212-5, 52.219.9 and 52.219-25. This requires each subcontractor with a subcontracting plan to provide the prime contract number, their own DUNS number, and the e-mail address of the Government or Contractor Official responsible for acknowledging or rejecting the reports, to its subcontractors with subcontracting plans so their subcontractors can file ISR and SSR reports.
· Register in eSRS as a “Government User” in the appropriate office.  When registering, select “Contracting Official’ as your role.
· The Contracting Officer/Specialist should receive eSRS training provided by the Business Transformation Agency (BTA) or their organization’s Agency Coordinators. Training presentations can be found at http://www.acq.osd.mil/dpap/pdi/eb/electronic_subcontracting_reporting_system.html.
· Assess contracts in FPDS-NG with a subcontracting plan requirement to determine the number of ISRs expected to be submitted by prime contractors.
· Validate contracts in FPDS-NG that are marked with no subcontracting plan requirement but meet the $ threshold for requiring a subcontracting plan to ensure these contract are correctly coded.
3.  Because DoD is using a phased approach for implementation, a class deviation for subcontract report was issued by the Director, Defense Procurement Acquisition Policy (DPAP) on June 4, 2008, for Phase II and III agencies (now anticipated to be combined into one Phase II timeframe).  Agencies affected by the deviation should continue to follow the FAR in effect on February 28, 2008, (FAC 2005-024).  The deviation allows these agencies to accept and contractors to continue to submit paper SF 294s and 295s.  The deviation applies to all DoD procuring offices and contract administration offices that have:
· Implemented eSRS, but have not modified existing contracts to include the “April 2008” interim version of FAR clauses 52.212-5, 52.219-9 and 52.219-25 (applies to Phase I and some Phase II agencies). 
· Not implemented eSRS and have not modified existing contracts to include the “April 2008” interim version of FAR clauses 52.212-5, 52.219-9 and 52.219-25.  (Applies to some Phase II agencies).
· Not implemented eSRS, but have awarded new contracts or issued new solicitations that contain the “April 2008” interim FAR clauses 52.212-5, 52.219-9 and 52-219-25. (Applies to some Phase II). 

As Agencies and Components implement eSRS and include the “April 2008” FAR clauses in existing or new contracts and solicitation, the class deviation will be rescinded.  DoD will cease to accept paper SF 294s and 295s after the end of the FY08 reporting period. 
4.  At least one or more of the Agency’s Contracting Officer/Specialist should be responsible for acknowledging receipt, accepting and/or rejecting the agency’s eSRS reports.    Within the next few months, the Deputy Undersecretary of Defense (DUSD) will delegate this function for DoD as follows:    

A) Individual Subcontract Report (ISR):   
Military Services and other Components will perform acknowledge receipt / reject” function  for all contracts for which they are the issuing / procuring office, including those contracts otherwise delegated to DCMA for administration.

B) Summary Subcontract Report (SSR):
1. Defense Contract Management Agency (DCMA) will perform acknowledge receipt / reject” function for
a. vendors for which it administers the preponderance/majority of subcontracting plans; and 
b. vendors under the DoD Comprehensive Subcontracting Plan Test Program.

(DCMA will continue to provide subcontracting plan monitoring and surveillance for contracts delegated to it for administration in accordance with its current approach and established agreements with DoD Components).
2. Military Services and other Components will perform “acknowledge receipt / reject” function for
a. vendors for which they administer the preponderance/majority of subcontracting plans, 

b. vendors for which they approved the Commercial Subcontracting Plan, and/or

c. vendors for which they awarded construction and related maintenance and repair contracts with a Subcontracting Plan.  (Construction-related SSRs are filed for each DoD Component).
