C.  INSPECTION PROCEDURES:

1.  PALLET.  Wood Pallets must be heat treated, and display the following symbol:

2.  OUTER PACK.  Inspect wooden outer packs for serviceability and heat treatment.  Classify defects in accordance with (IAW) SB 742-1. Sequence of inspection points is immaterial, as long as all inspections are conducted.

	a. Wooden box sound will protect contents.

b. Pack is tight enough to preclude

excessive movement of contents.

c. Wire closure loops not broken                          

d. Markings are legible, correct, andcomplete enough to positively identify
the contents.  As a minimum, markings must include:

      (4)  “Cartridges For Weapons, Inert Projectile”
       (5) UN 0012

e.  Box sealed with antipilferage

seal or banding.


	a.   (I) Splits, chips, dry rot, etc., acceptable as long as the box continues to protect its contents.
c.  (I) Must be able to securely close the box; repairs or use of banding in lieu of wire closures is acceptable.

d.  (1) Make note of markings which need to be applied to the box(es) prior to shipment; record on DSR card.

(3) (Info) Standard depot pack holds 44 rounds.


(4) & (5) The proper shipping name and UN identification number will appear on the top of the wire bound box.
UN POP markings are to appear on the outer pack for items manufactured after January 1990.



3.  INNER PACK.  Classify defects IAW SB 742-1. Sequence of inspection points is immaterial, as long as all inspections are conducted. 

	a. Assure M2A1 metal boxes are clean, dry, and serviceable


 (1).  There should be no holes, 

perforations, split seams, or other breaks.


 (2).  There should be no distortion, 

creases, or folds in the metal.


 (3).  There should be no dents 

affecting the structural integrity of the

metal box.


 (4).  There should be no dents

more than four (4) inches square, nor 

more than ¼ inch deep.


 (5).  There should be no dents  or

damage that will preclude taking the items

out of the box.


 (6).  Rust or other foreign material,

if present, should not obscure markings to

the point of precluding identification of the

box’s contents.


 (7).  Rust or other foreign material 

should not interfere with operation of the

lid and sealing of the box.]

 (8).  Closure should hold the 

box securely closed.


 (9).  Metal containers marked

correctly.  Markings must agree with those on the outer pack, and must include: 
                (a)  BA06


    (b) Cartridge, 40MM, Non-Lethal, M1006


    (c) Lot number


    (d) Quantity of cartridges




 (10)  Gasket and sealing surfaces are clean and will provide a watertight fit.

b.  Assure fiberboard liner panels are present, and that they are clean, dry, and serviceable.  
c.  Assure fiberboard tubes are present, clean, dry and serviceable.

	(d)  (Info)  a full depot pack m2A1 metal box holds 22 cartridges.


4.  ITEM. Classify defects IAW SB 742-1.  Sequence of inspection points is immaterial, as long as all inspections are conducted.  A red, waxy, silicone substance on some 40mm cartridges between the projectile and the cartridge case is the sealant used to seal the joint between the projectile and the cartridge case, and is not cause for rejection.  Visually, manually inspect cartridges to assure that:

	      (1)  Marking scheme indicates non-lethal round, as follows:

           (a)  Ogive is light green and made of foam rubber.

           (b)  Projectile body is black plastic with white markings.

            (c)  Cartridge case is white plastic material.

    (2)  Markings are legible, correct, and match those on the packaging materials.  

            (a)  Markings on the projectile body are white, and are to include:

LOT [ ]

Cartridge, 40mm

NON-LETHAL, M1006

              (b)  Lot number is visible on the projectile and matches the lot number on the outer pack.

         (3)  Cartridges must not be visibly distorted or out of round.

         (4)  Projectile firmly seated in cartridge case, and presents a flush appearance at the joint.

        (5)  Sponge rubber ogive must be tightly glued to projectile.

        (6)  Cartridge case must not be cracked, split, or dented.   


        (7)  Assure cartridge body is free of dirt, glue, and/or other foreign material which cannot be removed.
        (8)  Assure that the primer is below flush to the base of the cartridge case.                                                                           

        (9)  Inspect for missing, inverted, protruding, or cocked primer.
       (10)  Inspect primer for presence of lacquer sealant.

	(1)   (I)  Use of a different color scheme is a CRITICAL defect.  
(a)  (I)  Missing or illegible or incorrect lot number is a major defect.
(3) (I)  Cartridge visibly out-of-round is a major defect.

(4)  (I)  Improperly seated or loose projectile is a major defect.

(5)  (I)  A loose ogive can come apart in flight, and is a major defect.  
(6)  (I)  Any crack or split in the cartridge case is a CRITICAL defect.
(7)  (I)  Foreign material which cannot be easily removed is a major defect.
(8)  (I)  High primer is a CRTITICAL defect. 
(9)  (I)  These are major defects.
(10)  (I)  Missing sealant is a minor defect.



5.  REPACKAGING.
Prior to repackaging, assure all materials are clean, dry, and serviceable, and that all markings are consonant with the markings on the item.  Repackage in the same packaging material, if possible.

	a.  Reinstall serviceable fiberboard liner panels inside the M2A1 metal box.
b.  Place cartridges into serviceable fiber tubes, making sure that aft cartridge case flange is fully seated against the rim tube.

c.  Lay the cartidges into the M2A1 metal box across the axis of the box. 

d.  After all 22 cartridges are repackaged, fold over or reinstall fiberboard top spacer panel, close and secure lid of M2A1 box.

e.  Close metal box.  Apply an antipilferage seal, if required.

f.  Repackage metal boxes in same or similar wirebound box, if available. 

g.  Apply antipilferage seal.



	c.  (O)  Alternate direction of the rounds in the box (nose end left/primer end left/nose end left, etc.)

e.  (O)  An antipilferage seal is required if the metal box will not be overpacked in a wirebound wooden box .

f(1).  (O)  Package two (2) M2A1 metal boxes in each wirebound box, with closures facing forward.

f(2).  (O)  Orient wooden box ends so that the DODIC appears on the left-hand side and reads up.
