B.  SAFETY PRECAUTIONS:
No unique safety precautions are applicable to this item. 

C.  INSPECTION PROCEDURES
NOTE:  Boxes containing surveillance inspection samples should be marked as such, and previously selected samples should continue to be used for inspection purposes. 

NOTE:  At ASPs, one frequently finds primers packaged in M2A1 metal boxes in lieu of wooden “depot packs” (especially light boxes).  This is not considered a defect for ASP purposes, but it is a condition to be noted on the DSR card.  Inspect metal boxes, if present, IAW procedures at 1A, below.

1.  Outer Pack.  Inspect wooden outer packs for serviceability.  Classify defects IAW SB 742-1.  Sequence of inspection points is immaterial, as long as all inspections are conducted.
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1A.  OUTER PACK OPTION:  M2A1 METAL BOX.  Inspect M2A1 metal boxes for serviceability as follows:
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2.  INNER PACK.  Sequence of inspection points is immaterial, as long as all inspections are conducted.

NOTE:  Items are packaged in heat-sealed barrier material.  As far as possible, inspect samples taken from previously-opened barrier bags.  Avoid opening barrier bags unless absolutely necessary to get the required twenty (20) samples.

NOTE:  Primers are generally individually wrapped in barrier material.  The fiber box may or may not be overwrapped in barrier material.
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3.  ITEM.   Sequence of inspection points is immaterial, as long as all inspections are conducted.  Visually, manually inspect primer to assure that:

d.    (I)  Use a non-sparking straight edge.  High 


plunger is a CRITICAL defect.





e.  (I)  Markings are stamped into the metal.











    a.  Wooden box sound; will protect contents during shipment and storage.





      b.  Pack is tight enough to preclude excessive  


movement of contents.





      c.  Closing hardware or nails, and banding securely  close the box.





      d.  Markings are legible, correct, and complete enough to positively identify the contents.  As a minimum, markings must include:





	(1)  DODIC





	(2)  Lot number





	(3)  Quantity





	(4)  "Primers, tubular"





	(5)  "UN 0376"





f.  Box sealed with antipilferage seal or banding.








      a.  There should be no holes, perforations, 


split seams, or other breaks. 





      b.  There should be no distortion, creases, or


folds in the metal.





      c.  There should be no dents affecting the


structural integrity of the metal box.





      d.  There should be no dents more than four (4) inches square, nor more than ¼ inch deep.





      e.  There should be no dents or damage that 


will preclude taking the items out of the box.





      f.  Rust or other foreign material, if present, 


should not obscure markings to the point of precluding identification of the box’s contents.





      g.  Rust or other foreign material should not interfere with operation of the lid and sealing of the box.





      h.  Closure should hold the box securely closed.





      i.  Metal containers marked correctly.  


Markings must agree with those on the outer 


pack, and must include:





              (1)  Nomenclature and model number





              (2)  Lot number 	





	(3)  Quantity of fuzes

a.  Barrier bags, if present, will be inspected to


assure that:





	(1)  They are clean and dry.





	(2)  There are no holes, tears, or other defects that impair the ability of the bag to keep moisture away from the fuze.





	(3)  Seams have not come apart, or are not in  process of coming apart.








	(4) Markings match those on the outer pack.








 b.  Fiber boxes will be inspected to assure that:





	(1)  They are clean and dry.





	(2)  There are no holes, tears, or other defects that impair the box’s ability to cushion its contents.





	(3)  Markings match those on the outer pack.	



































a(3).  (I)  Bags in which previously selected the surveillance  samples are wrapped will be sealed with tape.  This is not considered a defect.





a(4).  (I)  Barrier bags wrapping individual primers are not generally marked, and the absence of markings is not a defect.





























b(3).  (I)  Quantity may be either 20 or 25 each, depending on the NSN.





      a.  Primer is clean and dry.





      b.  Primer is not dented or otherwise misshapen to


the extent that it might not fit into the breechblock of 


a howitzer.





      c.  Corrosion on body, if present, will not interfere


with insertion of primer into breechblock. 





     d.  Plunger is not higher than flush.








      e.  Primer base marked with:





	(1)  M82;





	(2)  Month and year loaded;  and





	(3)  Lot number.





      f.  Markings match those on outer packages.





      g.  Closure at forward end present and intact;


no cuts, holes, or other perforations which might


admit moisture to the ignition element.





      h.  Joint where closure meets the primer body


sealed with tinted lacquer 360 degrees around. 











b.    (O)  Take care to assure that the proper quantity


of primers are packaged in each box.





























d.    (O)  It is permissible at the ASP to repackage 


Fiber boxes in M2A1 metal boxes.  Pack must be 


tight.  Boxes must be marked, as a minimum, with:
