Introduction

The Defense Contract Management Agency, a combat support agency, maintains a cadre of Termination Contracting Officers whose only mission is to settle contracts terminated for the convenience of the Government.
There are fourteen Termination Contracting Officers (TCOs) located in Boston, MA, Philadelphia, PA, Atlanta, GA, Kansas City, MO, Dallas, TX, St. Louis, MO, and Los Angeles, CA.  The average TCO has 32 years of government experience, and 17 years of experience as a TCO.  This combined experience represents 240 years settling terminated contracts.

Currently, they are responsible for about 300 terminated contracts valued at $5.2 billion.  At the end of FY07, we were providing the following support:

Why Use DCMA Services?

No one in the world does it better.  Since FY98 (last 9 years) we have settled over 7,600 contracts valued at almost $20 billion.  We do these settlements quickly and efficiently.
What Exactly Does a TCO Do?

The Terminations Center is a “cradle to grave” provider for termination settlements.  We do not issue the termination notice as that must come from the Procuring Contracting Officer.  However, once that is done, we can issue the confirming modification if the initial notice was in letter form.  We will advise the PCO within 30 days of the amount of excess funds that can be released from the contract.  We will contact the contractor, providing all forms and instructions for its proposal.  We will evaluate the proposal, obtain audit assistance, if required, dispose of all excess inventories, and issue the final settlement modification.  If desired, we can also do the modification deobligating the remaining excess funds or, if not delegated, will advise of this amount by letter.  We provide status reports when the case is initially established, every six months thereafter, and upon final settlement.

What Does It Cost to Use DCMA? 

DCMA provides contract administration services to DoD activities at no cost.  For commercial agencies, we may elect to accept the work, but this is on a reimbursable basis at an hourly rate of $97 per hour.  In FY07, the average terminated contract required less than 90 hours to settle.  Of course, to this must be added plant clearance, and any other support services.  However, the simple fact is, specialization breeds efficiency.
How Long Will It Take to Finalize the Settlement?

In FY07, the Center settled 377 terminated contracts in an average of 402 days.  In discussing this time, it is important to remember that the contractor has one year (365 days) to submit its proposal to the TCO.  Any excess inventory must be screened through Plant Clearance, and unless the items are scrap, this involves a 66 day screening period.  Fortunately, all contractors do not wait the full year to submit, and all terminations do not involve inventory.  This continued management emphasis on timeliness also results in our cases on-hand averaging less than one year old.
What About Terminations for Default?

The Terminations Center is not involved in Terminations for Default as these are basically reprocurement actions.  If DCMA administers the contract, the ACO will recoup interim payments previously paid and administratively close the contract.  The buying activity will then reprocure the item and may assess any additional costs against the defaulted contractor.

Will You Keep Us Apprised of the Progress Towards Settlement?

Yes, as explained, the TCOs issue a status report on a DD Form 1598 upon establishment of a case.  This form is then sent twice a year, in April and October, and a final status report accompanies the settlement modification.  We also stand ready to provide any further reporting as may be requested.
