FAA authority to enter into this agreement: this Agreement is entered into under the

authority of the Federal Aviation Act of 1958, 49 U-S.C. 106(1) and 106(m).

c. Upon termination or expiration of this Agreement, any FAA funds which have not             been spent or obligated for allowable expenses prior to the date of termination and are not            reasonably necessary to cover termination expenses shall be returned to the FAA.

ARTICLE 10. LIMITATION OF FUNDS

The FAA's liability to make payments to NIH (CIO-SP2) is limited to the amount of             funds obligated hereunder, including written modifications to this Agreement.

ARTICLE 11. CHANGES, MODIFICATIONS

a. Changes and/or modifications to this Agreement shall be in writing and signed by a            FAA Contracting Officer and the Contracting Officer of NIH (CIO-SP2) Agency, or their            duly authorized representatives acting within the scope of their authority. No oral            statement by any person shall be interpreted as modifying or otherwise affecting the            

terms of this Agreement. All requests for interpretation or modification shall be made in             writing.

b. The FAA COTR identified in Article 8 is responsible for the technical administration

of this Agreement. The FAA Technical Officer is not authorized to make any changes            

that impact the cost, schedule or performance of this Agreement without the written            consent of the FAA Contracting Officer.

ARTICLE 12. TERMINATION

Either party may terminate this Agreement at any time prior to its expiration date, with or             without cause, and without incurring any liability or obligation to the terminated party             (other than payment of amounts due and owing and performance of obligations accrued,             in each case on or prior to the termination date) by giving the other party at least thirty             (30) days prior written notice of termination. Upon receipt of a notice of termination, the             receiving party shall take immediate steps to stop the accrual of any additional             obligations, which might require payment.

ARTICLE 13. ORDER OF PRECEDENCE

In the event of any inconsistency between the terms of the Agreement, the inconsistency             shall be resolved by giving preference in the following order:

a. The Agreement

b. The Attachments

ARTICLE 14. PROTECTION OF INFORMATION

The parties agree that they shall take appropriate measures to protect proprietary,              privileged, or otherwise confidential information that may come into their possession as a              result of this Agreement. Risk level is limited. Contract support personnel supporting 

the FAA Ask Order do not require a security clearance.

ARTICLE 15. DISPUTES

The parties agree that in the event of a dispute between the FAA and the NIH under this             Interagency Agreement and to the extent that a dispute concerns the administration of             funds provided by the FAA to the NIH, that no final decision will be issued without the             concurrence of the FAA Contracting Officer. Where possible, disputes will be resolved             by informal discussion between the parties, at the lowest level within their respective             agency's chain of command, without resort to outside agencies or other authority. If             resolution of the dispute cannot be reached, such dispute may be grounds for termination             of this agreement, pursuant to ARTICLE 13, TERMINATION.
