Notes from the FE FIPT/Service DACMs meeting 13 January 2003
 

1. Action items from previous meetings:  Review FAQ’s on web site.  Underway.  Army provided some suggestions in e-mail to Ted.  Carolyn will divide the Q&A’s among the FIPT with the goal of having a revised document for approval at the next FIPT meeting.

2. Hina Khatri will be leaving Navy DACM.  Expect Jean Szutenbach to become our primary Navy contact.  Ken Steffee, AET&CD, retired.  Ted will find out AET&CD’s plans for FE FIPT support.

3. Assimilation and Certification status

a. Air Force:  Just had a major meeting of the affect Air Force commands.  Draft Air Force guidance not expected to change significantly.  Lee will be developing a strawman briefing to accompany the formal guidance.  Typically, the head of facilities at an Air Force bases is a military officer with a civilian deputy.  Tentative plan is to include the deputy by not the military head.  Expect to also include the installation planners, environmental, etc.  The defining factor will be the actual duties performed by the individual.  Expect official guidance to be released in March.  April implementation date previously anticipated looks shaky.  AF will include Air Guard facilities.  Still looking at 2500 people total.  Union issue has come up.  Keven Maisel suggested that we get AET&CD to issue blanket policy on this.

b. Army:   Implementation message is still in coordination.  Key aspect is IMA coordination.  Army is having a major DAWIA conclave during the second week of February.  Army wresting with policy for certification – how many people authorized to do the certifications, etc.  Next Army actions are internal SES-level coordination.  April 2003 will be tough.

c. Navy:  Getting exact numbers on which NAVFAC people have moved from SPRDE to FE.  Starting to add the other series, and expect completion in a few weeks.  Need to start with other Navy FE workforce – Marine Corps, NAVAIR, NAVSEA, and category 3 organizations.
4. Training: 
a.  ACQ 101 update.  As a test, Lee and Greg have registered to take ACQ 101.  Lee had no problem getting in.  Greg’s application is somewhere in the ether.  Greg will try to see where the hold up is. FE module is on the currently deployed course.
b. FE 201.  Whole lot of shaking going on.  LCDR Mark VanVleck attended the FIPT meeting and reported the progress in smoothing out the sub-FIPT inputs.  Kickoff meeting with DAU’s contractor is later this week – all FIPT members are invited.   Should have contactor’s management plan within a few weeks.  That plan will identify the times when the subject matter experts will be needed.  . ACTION:  DAU to provide list of SME’s to FIPT members for validation. 

c. FE 301.  Need to establish a meeting time with a small group to commence the FE 301 process.  Tentative dates are 18, 25, or 26  February.   ACTION:  John M – see what at the FE 201 schedule looks like plus see if PMT 352 managers are available.
5. Communication:  Ongoing action for al to look at the FAQ’s from the February 2002 meeting to determine which ones to keep, cut, or modify.  ACTION:  Carolyn will take the lead to coordinate the revisions.
