Notes from the FE FIPT/Service DACMs meeting 21 February 2003

 

1. Action items from previous meetings:  

a. Review FAQ’s on web site.  Underway.  Carolyn has compiled all comments.  Ted will review one last time and meet with Navy DACM, then post on web site.

b. DAU to provide list of SME’s to FIPT members for validation.  Done.  DAU will add the review schedule to the list.

c. Schedule FE 301 brainstorming.  Meeting set for Feb 25

2. FAQ’s.  Final comments due to Carolyn by Thursday.  ACTION:  Ted will review one last time and meet with Navy DACM, then post on web site

3. Assimilation and Certification status

a. Air Force:  Lee has developed a briefing to accompany the formal guidance.  Briefing is out for a quick one-week review.   No decision yet on including reserve component positions.  Basic approach the same as previously discussed.

b. Army:   Army had a major DAWIA conference last week.  No FE specific feedback yet. Formal guidance still in internal coordination. Question was raised on foreign nationals – can they be in the acquisition workforce and receive DAWIA training? ACTION:  Hina to investigate.

c. Navy:  NAVFAC now has about 3700 in FE career field.  Starting coordination efforts for other parts of Navy – Marine Corps, NAVAIR, NAVSEA, and category 3 organizations.  ACTION:  Ted to send out NAVFAC assimilation guidance letters

4. Training: 

a.  ACQ 101 update.  No problems reported.

b. FE 201.  DAU has draft schedule from contractor.  Will have final schedule soon.  DAU will update the SME list, adding the timeframes for review of the scripts, storyboards, and modules.  The update will identify the times when the subject matter experts will be needed.   ACTION:  DAU need to develop guidance (protocol or  “job aid”) for the SME review process.  The FE201 development process also includes student and instructor pilot courses.  ACTION:  DAU will develop the criteria (numbers of students, DAWIA levels, job functions, and service splits) for the student pilot class.

c. FE 301.  Small group to meet on Feb 26 at DAU from 1230 to 1500 on Feb 26 to start the FE 301 process.  Will include FIPT members and DAU specialists, including PMT 352 development staff.  We anticipate that we can learn a lot from the Program Management career field.

5. Knowledge sharing/communities of practice.   Discussed the recent changes to the DAU web site to automate the “desk book”, including the Acquisition Knowledge Sharing System (AKSS)
