Notes from the FE FIPT/Service DACMs meeting 21 April 2003

 

1. Action items from previous meetings:  

a. Ted sent FIPT member a copy of assimilation guidance letters that NAVFAC sent to their components.

b. ONGOING ACTION:  DAU will develop the criteria (numbers of students, DAWIA levels, job functions, and service splits) for the student pilot class.

2. Assimilation and Certification status

a. Air Force:  Lee was ill but provided this report:  Instructions have been sent out on who to assimilate.  Responses are due back to Lee by 7 May 2003.  AF will then review the proposed FECF members, with a goal of getting them in DCPDS by 1 June 2003.  ACTION ITEM:  Ted will ask Lee for a copy of the AF guidance and distribute it to all.

b. Army:  COE still coordinating with IMA.  No prediction on when Army will assimilate workforce.

c. Navy:  DCPDS numbers show 3188 FECF members at NAVFAC, with 1649 having completed ACQ 101.  Also have 451 in SPRDE, may which have not yet migrated to FE.   Coordination ongoing for Marine Corps.  Remainder will probably wait the standup of CNI.

3. Training: 

a.  FE 201.  Scripts are coming our on schedule.  SME generally providing timely comments.  A couple of issues with individual reviews being handled on a case-by-case basis.  Concern voiced that some reviewers were not at work when scripts were forwarded.  DAU will send Mark, Lee, and Ted info copies of all scripts and they will double check that their SME’s are working the review process.  

b. FE 301.  Small group met on Feb 26 at DAU to start the FE 301 process.  Notes provided by separate e-mail.  Subsequent meeting held on 24.  LCDR Van Vleck provided a straw man, proposing the that the level 3 certification focus on the business acumen aspect of FE.  DAU  drafted a survey to be used at the 2003 Infrastructure Conference to get input from FECF members.  Survey was handed out and discussed.  ACTION ITEM:  Provide final comments on the survey by 23 April to Carolyn.  ACTION ITEM:  John to lead the process for distributing and collecting the surveys at the Infrastructure Conference.
