Notes from the FE FIPT/Service DACMs meeting 19 May 2003

 

1. Action items from previous meetings:  

a. ONGOING ACTION:  DAU will develop the criteria (numbers of students, DAWIA levels, job functions, and service splits) for the student pilot class.

2. Assimilation and Certification status

a. Army:  New Army DACM POC – Ancel Hodges.  He is not at this meeting due to a training conflict.  Army having a FIPT meeting during the first week of June.  Tentative plan is to begin assimilation by July/August and complete levels 1 and 2 by end of FY03, probabley delay level 3 to FY04.   Expect Chief of the Corps of Engineers to be named Functional Chair of FE for the Army.  Also expect assimilation to start with the COE and then expand later. 

b. Air Force:  Spiral development continues.  Information was due last week – most commands have replied.  Now in the verification/scrubbing process.  Expect to have IPT meet again and resolve remaining issues.  Expect full assimilation by the 30 September.

c. Navy:  DCPDS numbers still show 3188 FECF members at NAVFAC, with 1649 having completed ACQ 101.  Still completing data cleanup, some individuals still reported in SPRDE and should be in FE.   Starting to evaluate numbers for compliance with the continuous Learning policy.  Coordination ongoing for Marine Corps  - will probably wait for CNI standup.

3. Training: 

a.  FE 201.  All work proceeding on schedule.  DAU will develop the final assessment and fulfillment guidance during the summer.  ACTION:  Services need to get names for instructor and student pilots.  DAU presented an example of a real life scenario that will be interspersed in the course.  ACTION:  FIPT members asked to provide Bart “war stories” that could be developed into similar vignettes.  

b. FE 301.  FE 301 survey was disseminated at the Las Vegas Infrastructure Conference.  Poor return – the number was in the 20’s.  Will bring up FE 301 at the ESEB on 27 May.  Need a clear understanding on our expected outcomes from FE 301.   

4. Knowledge sharing/communities of practice.   Have started a “private workspace” on the PM COP.  Goal is to transition form the existing FE site to the DAU COP site.  Ted and LCDR VanVleck have editor rights.  ACTION:  FIPT members need to register and “kick the tires” of the site as we develop it.
