B.  SAFETY PRECAUTIONS:

Red phosphorous (RP) filler presents a mild corrosive hazard.  If leaking filler is observed, don and wear corrosive-resistant butyl rubber gloves prior to handling munitions.  .

C.  INSPECTION PROCEDURES

1.  OUTER PACK.  Inspect M2A1 metal cans for serviceability.  Sequence of inspection points is immaterial, as long as all inspections are conducted.

	a. Assure metal can is structurally sound and
suitable to protect contents during shipment and                   
storage.     
	a. (1) (I)   Seams must be tight to prevent entrance of moisture.
a. (2)  (1) Cans must be free from perforations, rust and dents in excess of ¼ inch deep.
a. (3)  (I) Gaskets must be present and serviceable.

	
	

	b. Closing hardware is present, operative, and tight.
	(2)  (M) Hardware may be repaired and/or replaced, as necessary, but condition requiring repair will be noted on surveillance records.  

	
	

	 c. Markings are legible, correct, and complete enough to positively identify the contents.  As a minimum, markings must include:

(1)  DODIC
(2)  Lot number
(3)  Quantity
(4)  Ammunition smoke
(5)  UN 0434
	c. (1) (I) Markings that misidentify the type of grenade are a  CRITICAL defect. 
c. (2)  (O)  Make note of markings that need to be applied to the box(es) prior to shipment; record on the DSR card.
c. ( 3)  (Info)  UN POP markings are to appear on the outer pack for items manufactured on or after January 1990.

	
	

	d.  Can is sealed with antipilferage seal or banding.

3.  ITEM.   Classify defects IAW SB 742-1.  Sequence of inspection points is immaterial, as long as all inspections are conducted.  

	a.  Inspect markings and color coding to assure that item is properly identified
	a. (I)    Item should have a light green metal end cap and a brown circumferential band.   Markings are also brown.  The rubber body is black.

Markings misleading as to type of grenade is a CRITICAL defect.

	
	

	b. Grenade shows no signs of leaking/spilling filler.
	b. Leaking filler is a CRITICAL defect.

	
	

	c.  Inspect grenade for damage and or the following major defects:

(1)  Rubber body cracked or damaged
(2)  Rubber body distorted to the point where it cannot be inserted into the launcher.
(3)  Metal foil seal over the gas propulsion holes in base of the metal cap is damaged or missing.
(4)  Electrical contact clips damaged, bent, corroded, or missing.
(5)  Markings illegible.
	



(2)  (I) Note that some distortion is acceptable.  Use alignment with the metal end as an informal guide.

	d.  (I)  Such damage is a minor defect, as long as the grenade can still be identified

5.  REPACKAGING 

	a.  Assure M2A1 metal box is clean, dry, and serviceable.
	a. (M) Blow or wipe dust, dirt, and/or any other foreign material out of the box before reinserting styrofoam packing cushions.

	
	

	b.  Position grenades in styrofoam cushioning material.  There will be four grenades secured by three styrofoam packs in each M2A1 box.
