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Software Migration Procedure
Systems Engineering Discipline:  
Configuration Management 
Description:  

This activity outlines the tasks controlling the migration of software from development through the test environment to production release.

Entry Criteria:

Complete the following before beginning this procedure:

· New or updated work products

· Master and copy production software
· Project Configuration Management Plan (CMP)
Procedure Steps:  (These steps are not necessarily sequential.)
1.   Project Configuration Manager:  Migrate the software to the project test environment.

Migrate the software from the project's development environment to the project’s test environment for Component Validation and Integration (CV&I).
2.   Project Configuration Manager:  Migrate software to the Test Manager.

After Test Readiness Review I (TRR I), migrate the software to the Test Manager for Qualification Test and Evaluation (QT&E).  Any source code will remain under development library control.
3.   Test Manager:  Migrate software to the operational test environment.

After the Operational Test Readiness Review (OTRR), migrate the software to the operational test environment for Operational Test & Evaluation (OT&E).  Following a successful Full Deployment Decision, send the software to the Enterprise Software Management/Product Support Function for release.
Exit Criteria:
