NRFI Engine Verification Procedures

It is vital that the ship’s engine personnel contact the TARP REP to conduct the verification outlined below BEFORE the container is bolted and sealed.

The TARP REP will verify that the following procedures are adhered to:

1. Inspect Humidity Indicators (HI):  If HI is other than blue, it should be replaced.

2. Labels/Markings:  Remove all old labels, ensuring that “A” condition tags are removed and replaced with “F” condition tags (“A” condition tags are orange in color and “F” condition are Green).  Remove any old markings, weight, cube or TCMDs, etc. 


3.  Verify shipment documents:  Only certain eRMS sites have the Aircraft Engine processing module (since aircraft engines are received and/or repaired at these select sites).  Document Identifiers A55, A5E, BEI, and A4A are the DOCIDs used in this module.  eRMS includes processing and movement of some “A” Condition engines as well.  Doc ID A5E is a shipment within CONUS; an A55 is an OCONUS shipment; a BEI is an Engineering Investigation shipment; and an A4A is the shipment of an “A” condition asset.  There is no NAVICP Transaction Item Reporting (TIRing) of Doc IDs A5E or A55. Verify that item being shipped is in the proper container (use P700 to determine requirements).

3. Ensure that there is fresh desiccant in the container to prevent corrosion. 

4. Check to ensure item is properly bolted / blocked / braced; instructions are located inside the container.  When sealing the container, ensure that all bolts are installed to properly seal the container.

5. Ensure that all required documentation is correct (matches the item) and is attached to the item, i.e., Log book, MAF, DD 1348-1, SRC card, Fuel-free certification form, etc. (Seal all documents inside barrier bag).  VIDS/MAF must state, “Level 1 preservation has been performed and all HAZMAT items have been removed.” 
6. Advise ship’s engine personnel of any discrepancies and ensure that they are corrected prior to signing off on verification.

7. On ships that have eRMS installed, the TARP REP will enter POS in the eRMS Engine Module when the engine/module has been shipped.
