(v2.0). Both of these DAU-hosted learning assets/job aids 
support both the acquisition and the functional services 
workforces conduct of service acquisitions. The ARRT tool 
is designed to provide service acquisition teams with a 

structured and proven process for developing complete 
Performance Work Statements and Quality Assurance Sur-
veillance Plans. DAU has changed the deployment concept 

for the ARRT tool so that it may be downloaded. 
 

ARRT CoP members who downloaded earlier versions with-
in the ARRT CoP will need to provide simplified one-time 

registration information in order to download version 2.0.

SAM was created in 2009, and ARRT was first launched in 
August 2011. A recent survey of ARRT users found that 

80% said they developed more accurate requirements us-
ing ARRT and 61% said the tool enables them to develop 
requirements faster. ARRT is introduced to attendees of 
DAU courses CON 280 and COR 222. Additionally, more in-

depth training of the ARRT is covered in ACQ 265 and in 
the targeted training offerings, Service Acquisition Work-
shop (TTC 014) and Developing Performance Requirements 

for Services Acquisitions (TTM 008).

Today's introduction marks the start of a two-month period 
during which stakeholders in industry and government

briefings with industry executives, a presentation at the 

Senior Leaders' Acquisition Training Conference, and an 
OUSD(AT&L) All-Hands briefing.  During these engage-
ments, Mr. Kendall will discuss progress made with the 

original BBP initiatives and provide background behind the 
transition to a new set.

It links to the 
Milestone Document Identification (MDID) tool, enabling 
the user to filter by ACAT and acquisition phase.

schedules and cost and build the best product support
