Claims Decision Worksheet

1.  Is this a claim as defined in FAR? 

a.  Is there a dispute arising from/related to an express or implied Federal contract?

b. Is there an “Issue in controversy” i.e. a material disagreement between the Government and the contractor that--

(i) May result in a claim or?
(ii) Is all or part of an existing claim?

2.  What demand is being made/relief being sought?

3.  Is there sufficient evidence to support the existence of a claim?

4.  Is there sufficient evidence to support the amount of the claim?

5.  What relief is available under the terms & conditions of the contract itself?

6.  What is required from the contractor for the claim to be valid?

7.  What are the contractor’s rights & obligations pursuant to submission of the claim?

8.  Does the CCO have the authority to settle/adjudicate the claim?

9.  What relief can the CCO provide?

10.  What resources, techniques, tools are available to settle the claim?

11.  What must the CCO do in considering/adjudicating the claim?

12.  What are the ramifications of the CCOs decision?

13.  Who are the interested parties to the claim?

14.  Who else can the contractor submit the claim to/who else has authority to settle/adjudicate the claim?
