Nonappropriated Fund Contracting

Introduction:  CCOs primarily award and administer contracts, which obligate appropriated funds.  However, they may occasionally be required to provide contracting support to a nonappropriated fund (NAF) instrumentality.  The requirement to provide NAF contracting support is addressed in Air Force instructions and AFFARS, Appendix CC.  Also, a few CCOs supporting Operations ENDURING FREEDOM and IRAQI FREEDOM have actually been required to award and administer NAF contracts.  
Overall Objective:  To provide CCOs with the knowledge, tools, practical experience, and confidence necessary to award and administer NAF contract actions.

Specific Supporting Objectives:  At the conclusion of this lesson, each CCO should be able to:
