Operation RESTORE THE CALM

You deployed to Taegu Air Base (AB), South Korea 20 July 2003 under OPLAN 9876 the primary purpose of which is to restore the Korean peninsula to armistice conditions.

The Korean War ended 27 July 1953 with an armistice (ceasefire) vs. a peace treaty leaving North and South Korea technically still at war.  On 25 June 2003 (the 53rd anniversary of the 1950 invasion), North Korea launched a full-scale ground assault against the South following months of heightened tensions between the two Koreas exacerbated by this administration’s inclusion of North Korea in its “Axis of Evil” and condemnation of its nuclear weapons program.  This campaign was extinguished within a month by South Korean and U.S. forces on the peninsula supplemented by US airpower from Japan and the USN Aircraft Carrier Independence.

  With US and South Korean troops now north and south of the 38th parallel, the North Korean administration, including its president Kim Il Jung, are presently speaking of peaceful reunification of the peninsula with representatives from the North playing a major role in the government of a unified Korea.  On Chusok
 15 August 2003 the UN Security Council, with China abstaining, passed a resolution to send a French led multinational peacekeeping
 force to restore peace and security to the peninsula, facilitate meaningful reunification talks between the North and South, and to ease antagonism between the North and the US.  The UN mission you are now supporting is dubbed Operation RESTORE THE CALM.  

Taegu AB is a South Korean AB, Headquarters of its 10th Fighter Wing.  US Aircraft at Taegu AB include A-10s, F-15s, and contractor operated Global Hawks.  Your small “US compound” consist of living, dining, and office facilities used by the US forces permanently stationed at Taegu AB until the early 1990s.  These facilities now support 600 US Air Force, US Army, and US Special Operations Forces.  US military installations in Taegu include Camps Walker and Henry.  You are collocated with Finance.  The operation is initially estimated to last 120 days (in addition to the time already deployed under OPLAN 9876).  

Taegu AB is located in the city of Taegu, South Korea’s 3rd largest city of approximately 2.5M people.  Taegu is a modern city with a robust industrial/commercial base, a secure reliable banking system, a substantial and dependable transportation system, a comprehensive communications network, and an educated and skilled workforce.  While commerce was significantly disrupted during initial hostilities, major combat didn’t extend as far south as Taegu leaving the city’s infrastructure virtually intact.  Business and daily activities are nearly back to normal. 

� Chusok is a national holiday in Korea often compared to Thanksgiving in the US.  The Korean War and subsequent armistice divided families by precluding the annual trek across the length and breadth of the Korean peninsula to return to ancient homesteads. 


� "Humanitarian or peacekeeping operation" means a military operation in support of the provision of humanitarian or foreign disaster assistance or in support of a peacekeeping operation under chapter VI VII of the Charter of the United Nations. The term does not include routine training, force rotation, or stationing (10 U.S.C. 2302(8) and 41 U.S.C 259(d)).
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
