FE FIPT Charter

The FIPT secretary requested that attendees review the draft FE FIPT Charter.  Based on the overarching FIPT template dated 2012, significant changes to the original 2002 Charter include the addition of a FIPT Chairman.  Previously the FIPT Chair and the FIPT Executive Secretary were synonymous. 

The secretary presented the Army DACM’s proposed edits to include outlining specific roles and responsibilities for FE FIPT core attendees, to minimize the possibility of ambiguity across Services and DAU and to ensure adequate representation at the Workforce Management Group (WMG) and Senior Steering Board (SSB) forums.

Edits and comments are to be incorporated and the revised Charter approved at the next FIPT meeting. 

FE Competency Prioritization

Following the December 2012 FE FIPT, Service Reps were asked to review and provide input reference DAU FE course competencies.  Per the FIPT Chair, this competency review/crosswalk revealed numerous gaps in DAU course curriculum for FE201 and FE301 courses.  Consensus from FIPT attendees was received and Services agreed to identify a subcommittee of Service SMEs to review and rank order the various FE competencies, to aide DAU in revising course curriculum as applicable.

Task completion by subcommittee is anticipated in June 2013, and will be circulated for approval before the next FIPT meeting.
 
FE201 – DART conversion

FIPT attendees selected a subcommittee of SME’s to review the conversion of FE201 to Composica using the DART program. Pat Haas, P.E., USACE was designated as the subcommittee lead SME.  Members include Charles Ford, P.E., USACE and Suzanne Bilbrey, P.E., USAF.  John McElhenny, DAU was tasked with obtaining DART user names and disseminating the course schedule.

September 30, 2013 is the deadline for completion of FE201 conversion review. 

FE301 - Course Substitutions, Certification Equivalency

James Dalton, P.E., USACE, Functional Advisor stressed the need for an alternate path to obtaining FE Level III certification.  The current FE301 does not incorporate the validated competencies.  He commented that in light of sequestration and budget constraints, online learning for FE is the way forward. Executive Secretary shared a list of potential DAU online courses for consideration in lieu of resident FE301.  The incorporation of validated competencies into FE301 is envisioned to require a transition from a resident course to facilitated online education (FOLE) course by FY15.

The Executive Secretary will chair a subcommittee to review DAU course modules to identify and extract competencies from current DAU curriculum to formulate the alternative to FE301.  Subcommittee members include Laura Quick, USACE, David Gutierrez, AIA, NAVFAC, Charles Ford, P.E., PMP, USACE, John McElhenny, DAU, and Cevilla Randle, USAASC.

Subcommittee recommendations will be promulgated by 30 June 13.  

The next FIPT is tentatively scheduled for September 2013, date TBD.
