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The web application, Authorization, Issuance, and Maintenance (AIM), was established in 2005 to provide an electronic workflow management system. The system provides electronic forms specific to issuance and maintenance of purchase cards. AIM is a component of a set of applications called Purchase Card Online System (PCOLS).  This document outlines the system change included in AIM Release 3.8.
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The following software enhancement will be included in the AIM 3.8 Release.

2.1. 

New PCOLS Sign In Page with Message Board (Change Request #AIM-1354)

The PCOLS logon screens are being modified to provide a more user-friendly page for system availability information.  You will continue to access PCOLS through the same URL you currently use, however it will look a little different.  The first page you will see is the new PCOLS Message Board.  This page will display messages categorized as System Status updates, Scheduled Outages and Application Resources.  From this page, you can access the links in any of the messages, choose to sign on to PCOLS, or redeem a PCOLS token.

The steps to logon to PCOLS are:
1) Access URL www.dmdc.osd.mil/appj/pcols-web/
2) Click “Sign On” to continue to PCOLS, 
3) Read the Standard Mandatory DoD Notice and Consent statement and click “OK”
4) Click “Continue” on the Registered User Logon
5) When prompted, select your non-email certificate and enter your PIN

All links in PCOLS emails will continue to take you to either the PCOLS logon or to the “redeem token” page.

Select Role on Rejection of Task (Change Request #AIM-1245)
During final approval of a request for a new Managing or Cardholder Account, the A/OPC will have the ability to reject the task to a specific role in the workflow.  This will allow the A/OPC to send the request directly to the RM, A/BO or CH Supervisor, or A/BO as necessary.  Once the workflow is returned to that role, the request must be re-approved according to the standard workflow.

4.1. 

1.1.1 Notify the RM when a Cardholder Account is suspended or reactivated (Change Request #AIM-293)
The system will be updated to provide the RM with a notification email after a Cardholder Account has been suspend or reactivate.

1.1.2 Utilize Correct Email Address for Batch Update Emails (Change Request #AIM-1342)
The system will be changed to ensure the associated DEERS email address is retrieved for a user when email notifications are sent for batch updates from the bank. 

1.1.3 Add a Successful Submission Comment (Change Request #AIM-1477)
AIM will be updated to record a successful submission comment in the comment log after a request has been successfully submitted to the bank.  This change was made to reduce confusion caused by a previous bank failure message remaining in the comment log.  The comment log will now show a history of failures as well as the successful submission.     

1.1.4 Correct A/BO Supervisor Error  on Migration (Change Request #AIM-1668)
AIM will be updated to correct an error that occurs during migration if the A/BO Supervisor that was selected is no longer active when the A/OPC is performing final approval.  If this happens, the A/OPC will be required to select a new A/BO Supervisor and A/BO(s) before submitting the final approval. 

1.1.5 Capture A/BO Training Dates on Bank-Initiated A/BO Updates (Change Request #AIM-1675) 
The Bank-Initiated A/BO Update functionality will be updated to display and capture the A/BO training dates.  This workflow occurs if the A/BO is updated through the bank system and is received in PCOLS through the bank batch update process.  When this occurs a task is created for the A/OPC.  If the system has a training date for the assigned A/BO it will be displayed.  If the A/BO does not have a training date entered into PCOLS, it will be required before the A/OPC can complete the task. 

1.1.6 Special Designation Validation Correction (Change Request #AIM-1686)

The following two Cardholder Account special designations will be updated to accept the dollar value with or without the comma.

The Purchase Card account issued to this Cardholder will be used to place orders against existing contract vehicles. If checked, enter the dollar limit $ _____. 

The Purchase Card account issued to this Cardholder will be used to make intra-governmental payments (e.g., DLA Document Services formerly DAPS). If checked, enter the dollar limit placed for these payments. $ _____. 

1.1.7 MCCG validation not correct on cardholder accounts (Change Request #AIM-1687)

AIM will be updated to correctly validate the MCCGs on a cardholder account when multiple MCCGs are entered.  

1.1.8 A/OPC Userid Update (Change Request #AIM-1688)
AIM will be updated to use the Bank Userid of the A/OPC who submits a request to the bank instead of the A/OPC who initiated the workflow.  
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
