The web application, Authorization, Issuance, and Maintenance (AIM), was established in 2005 to provide an electronic workflow management system. The system provides electronic forms specific to issuance and maintenance of purchase cards. AIM is a component of a set of applications called Purchase Card Online System (PCOLS).  This document outlines the system change included in AIM Release 3.9.

The following software enhancement will be included in the AIM 3.9 Release.

[bookmark: _GoBack]User Access will be Suspended after 180 days of Inactivity (Change Request #SRS-41)
Based on DMDC security requirements, user access to PCOLS will be suspended for a user that has not logged on to the system in 180 days.  The user will receive an email 30 days and 10 days prior to access being suspended.  In order to prevent being suspended the user will need to logon to PCOLS prior to day 180.  Once access is suspended, an email will be sent to the individual with instructions for reactivating the access.  The user role that provisioned the user will be responsible for unlocking the user via the EMMA Update User Details page.  For example, if an A/BO is suspended the A/OPC will have the ability to reactive (unlock) the user through EMMA.

Data Mining Email – A/OPC added to A/BO Reminder (Change Request #SRS-78)
The system will now include the A/OPCs on the reminder email sent to an A/BO regarding a Data Mining case waiting review.  A Data Mining case is expected to be reviewed within 16 business days of initial A/BO notification.

New link to Message Board within PCOLS (Change Request #AIM-1478)
The PCOLS Message Board will also be available to users from within the PCOLS Sign-on application.  The message board will give you the latest information on system status, planned system outages, new software releases, and PCOLS training.

Addition of Audit User role (Change Request #AIM-1485)
Access to PCOLS AIM, RAD, and DM is available for Auditors.  The Audit role will be restricted to a specified TBR hierarchy.  To request access to PCOLS for an Audit user, contact the Purchase Card Policy Office.

Level 2 notification of missing roles (Change Request #AIM-1674)
The existing process of System Identification of Retirement, Separation and Transfer notifies the users in the superior role when a review of an individual’s system access is required.  When no user is provisioned in the superior role, the system will now send the email notification directly to the Acquisition Executive Agent (Level 2) for action.  When this email is received, two actions will be required:  1) Users must be provisioned in the empty role and 2) review the individual’s system access and remove the access if it is no longer needed.

AIM - IE10 Compatibility (Change Request #AIM-1710)
The AIM software will automatically force IE to use compatibility view.  Using compatibility view will prevent certain display issues that occur with the more recent versions of IE.

1.1.1 Training Reminder Text Update (Change Request #AIM-1513)
The Training Reminder email text has been updated to include information about the feed of training completion from the Defense Acquisition University (DAU).  Training completed in DAU no longer requires proof to be provided to the A/OPC.  In addition, text has been included in the email recommending users utilize CAC logon to DAU to ensure the training is reported to PCOLS. 

1.1.2 A/BO Supervisors not Available for Selection (Change Request #AIM-1706)

A correction has been made to the system to ensure that the provisioned A/BO Supervisors appear for selection when performing maintenance on a Managing Account.

1.1.3 A/BO’s not available for Selection (Change Request #AIM-1712)
A correction has been made to the system to ensure that the provisioned A/BO’s appear for selection when creating a Managing Account even if the A/BO Supervisor has been removed from EMMA. 

1.1.4 Correction for RM Saving DAC values (Change Request #AIM-1691)
A correction has been made to allow the RM to save DAC and AVC data for frequent use. 

1.1.5 Added Validation to check for A/BO Supervisor (Change Request #AIM-1899)
A correction has been made to check for an assigned A/BO Supervisor when the A/OPC performs an A/BO Update.  If the A/BO Supervisor is no long provisioned, the A/OPC will receive an error message instructing them to provision an A/BO Supervisor. 
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
