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The web application, Enterprise Monitoring and Management of Accounts (EMMA), was established in 2006 to provide an electronic provisioning system. EMMA is a Defense Manpower Data Center (DMDC) project that allows users to provision a hierarchy of users. This document will address the system changes included in EMMA software version 4.6.

Display User’s Last Access Date at Logon (CR # EMMA-197)
EMMA 4.6 will display the date and time that users last accessed the system on the Home Page.

Simplify Text for Unauthorized User Logon Error Message (CR # EMMA-426)
The error message returned for unauthorized users will be modified to state that only authorized users are allowed to log into EMMA.
 
Software Corrections
Disable Back Button Access to EMMA after Logoff (CR # EMMA-237)
EMMA 4.6 will not permit users to access the application by clicking the web browser Back button after successfully logging out of their current session.

[bookmark: _Toc279508159]Clicking EMMA Provisioning and Home Page Favorites Returns Exception Errors (CR # EMMA-287)
Users who have saved bookmarks or favorites for the EMMA Provisioning or Home Pages will be redirected back to the logon screen after clicking them.  Instead of returning an error, EMMA will prompt users to log into the system via CAC authentication.

Change AIM Application Name to PCOLS in EMMA (CR # EMMA-449)
[bookmark: _GoBack]The application name on the Home, Provisioning and Token Redemption pages in EMMA will be changed from AIM to PCOLS.
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
