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The web application, Enterprise Monitoring and Management of Accounts (EMMA), was established in 2006 to provide an electronic provisioning system. EMMA is a Defense Manpower Data Center (DMDC) project that allows users to provision a hierarchy of users. This document will address the system changes included in EMMA software version 5.0 that affect PCOLS users.

SYSTEM CHANGES

Separate unlock functionality from user update (Change Request EMMA-1004)
Currently, the system allows an EMMA user to unlock a user in a subordinate role locked out due to inactivity by selecting the user and the Update User option.  With this release, the unlock functionality has been separated to its own selection. If an individual is locked, the unlock option will appear in the drop-down menu instead of the Update User.
