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The web application, Enterprise Monitoring and Management of Accounts (EMMA), was established in 2006 to provide an electronic provisioning system. EMMA is a Defense Manpower Data Center (DMDC) project that allows users to provision a hierarchy of users. This document will address the system changes included in EMMA software version 4.9.5 that affect PCOLS users.

SYSTEM CHANGES
The following sections describe the software changes included in EMMA software version 4.9.5.
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Person Lookup Provisioning Option (Change Request EMMA-891)
EMMA has been modified to provide the ability to provision a new user via a Person Lookup feature in addition to the current Token Email method.  However, PCOLS users are required to continue using the Token Email provisioning method which requires role acceptance by the individual.  When provisioning a user for PCOLS, an EMMA operator must now select provisioning by Token Email before entering the email address of the individual being provisioned.

Software Correction
IE10 Compatibility (Change Requests EMMA-720, 905)
EMMA has been modified to automatically force IE to use compatibility view.  Using compatibility view will prevent certain display issues that occur with the more recent versions of IE.
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
