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The PCOLS Reporting application was established in 2010 to provide a defined set of reports on purchase card accounts and PCOLS users. Based on a PCOLS user’s role (defined in the Enterprise Monitoring and Management of Accounts (EMMA) application), users will be given access to a set of reports.  Reports can be generated only for organizations with which a user is associated.  Reports are available for export in the following formats: html, PDF, and Excel.  

The PCOLS Reporting application is accessible through the PCOLS Web URL.  Authorized users will have a logon option on the application selection screen.  
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PCOLS Reporting 1.15 will update the Program Management Report with the following enhancements and corrections:

Enhanced Organization Selection (PCRA-81)
The organization selection has been modified on the report criteria page.  The user must first identify the level of the desired organization (such as “A/OPC organizations”).  The system will then provide a list of all associated organizations at the selected level.  This improvement will allow users to easily identify a consolidated organization from a lower level organization with the same or similar name.  

Enhanced option to report on multiple cycles   (PCRA-58)
This enhancement will allow a user to select a begin and end date for the Program Management report.  The selection dates will be restricted to the bank cycle begin and end dates since the report is based on bank cycle data.

Addition of A/BO Response Rate   (PCRA-76)
“Transaction Review: A/BO response rate exceptions” has been added to the Report Card - Program Health section of the Program Management Report.  An exception is identified as follows:
· A transaction that was selected for review by the PCOLS Data Mining application within the past 3 cycles and the A/BO review was completed in the current cycle after more than 16 business days (between case create and case close date).
· A transaction that was selected for review by the PCOLS Data Mining application within the past 3 cycles and the A/BO review has not yet been completed.

Please note that cases in Legacy status in Data Mining and those created within past 16 days are not included as exceptions.

Corrections to Organizations listed in the Organization Selection box on the report criteria page (PCRA-233 and PCRA-32)
This modification will correct a problem that was displaying incorrect organizations on the report criteria page.  Only organizations that are currently associated with the user and Active in EMMA will be included.

New Report
PCOLS Reporting 1.15 will include a beta version of a new report.  Access to this report is restricted to the PCPO and Acquisition Executive Agent (Level 2) roles.

Quarterly Statistical Report   (PCRA-121)
The new Quarterly Statistical Report provides OMB required statistics by Quarter.  The report is based on the bank cycles that make up the quarter and can be generated for 1 cycle or a fiscal year.  This report is only available to the PCPO and Acquisition Executive Agent (Level 2) roles.

This report is currently a beta test version.  Any issues with the report should be reported to the PCOLS Help Desk.
