PCOLS-SRS 1.4 Release

1.0 INTRODUCTION

The Purchase Card Program Management Office (PCPMO) is partnered with Defense Manpower Data Center (DMDC) and Industry for the development, maintenance, and operation of a suite of applications that address the internal control and policy compliance issues identified by the PCPMO, the GAO and the DoD IG.  These applications will supplement the existing internal control capabilities in the Banks’ electronic application. 
The Purchase Card Online System (PCOLS) consists of Enterprise Monitoring and Management of Accounts (EMMA), Authorization, Issuance and Maintenance (AIM), Data Mining /Risk Assessment (DM/RA), and PCOLS Reporting.  Each of these applications is accessed through the PCOLS Sign-on and Referral System (PCOLS -SRS) application.  In addition, PCOLS-SRS provides referral notifications for transactions identified by the DM application.  
The release on April 7, 2011 will include system enhancements and software corrections for the PCOLS-SRS application.
2.0 System Changes
2.1 Enhancements
The following system enhancements will be included in this SRS release.

2.1.1 PCOLS Reporting Logon Button Disabled During Database Refresh (Change Request #1589)

This release of SRS will regularly verify the availability of the PCOLS Reporting database.  If the database is being refreshed, SRS will disable the PCOLS Reporting logon button and a message will be displayed indicating that PCOLS Reporting is currently unavailable.

Note: PCOLS Reporting data is refreshed daily between 2:00 and 5:00 AM ET.

2.1.2 Addition of PCOLS-specific EMMA Help Files to SRS Application Selection Page (Change Request #1671)

SRS will include a link to EMMA help files specifically for users of the PCOLS suite of applications.  The EMMA section of the SRS Application Selection page will also display a statement similar to the one currently available under the PCOLS Reporting section. 

2.2 Software Corrections 
The following software corrections are included in this SRS release.
2.2.1 No Option to Return to Application Selection Page after Selecting PCOLS Reporting (Change Request #1320)

A bread crumb link will be added to the PCOLS Reporting Role Selection page that will allow users to return to the Application Selection page.

2.2.2 Prevent Access to DM/RA without Authorization on SRS Application Selection Page (Change Request #1416)

SRS will validate whether a user has been granted access to DM/RA and, if so, whether that user is also associated with a specified case in AIM.  If not, an error message will be displayed indicating that the user is not authorized to log into DM/RA.

2.2.3 Display “Not Authorized” Error Message on Application Selection Page if User Has Not Been Provisioned to Access Any PCOLS Applications (Change Request #1516)

If a user has not been provisioned to access any PCOLS applications but successfully logs into SRS, instead of a blank screen, an error message will be displayed indicating that the user is not authorized for this application on the Application Selection page.

2.2.4 Include TBR Level 5 Values for Citibank Accounts in DM Notifications (Change Request (Change Request #1598)

DM email notifications will include TBR Levels 1 through 5 values for Citibank accounts flagged for review by the system.
2.2.5 AIM Token Validation (Change Request #1599)

This SRS release will correctly route and process AIM token redemption requests based upon token status.
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
