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Introduction

0. This standard operating procedure (SOP) and policy supersedes all previous ammunition 
policies in the Combined Joint Operational Area – Afghanistan (CJOA-A). 

0. This document details requirements, responsibilities, and policy for ammunition
operations and is based on CJOA-A Mission, Enemy, Terrain and Weather, Troops and Support Available, Time Available, Civil Considerations (METT-TC).  Recommended changes will be routed through the supporting Brigade/Task Force (BDE/TF) Ammunition Officer (BAO), through the supporting Sustainment Brigade (SB) and Theater Sustainment Command Munitions Section for concurrence/non-concurrence/comment, to the United States Forces – Afghanistan (USFOR-A) Joint Munitions Office (JMO) at USFOR-A-J4-JMO@SWA.ARMY.MIL or USFOR-A-J4-JMO@SWA.ARMY.SMIL.MIL.

0. It is not the intent of this policy to incorporate all ammunition regulatory requirements in
this SOP.  The absence of a requirement does not preclude compliance with all established regulatory requirements, practices and procedures.

[bookmark: bmk_2CommandersIntent]2.	Commanders Intent

2.1.	To provide the CJOA-A a munitions management policy clarifying procedures for
munitions support to forces, as well as responsibilities of munitions management personnel
within the CJOA-A.

2.2.	This policy standardizes accountability, visibility, storage requirements, and regulatory
procedures as well as reporting formats and frequencies for the CJOA-A Ammunition Support
Activities (ASAs) operated by BDE/TF and/or Sustainment Command units.  ASA includes both
Ammunition Transfer Holding Points (ATHP) and Ammunition Supply Points (ASP).  This policy
also establishes guidance for the operation of unit level munitions storage sites, such as
Ammunition Holding Areas (AHA) and Forward Arming and Refueling Points (FARPs).

[bookmark: bmk_3_1]3.1.	USFOR-A J4 Joint Munitions Office (JMO)

3.1.1.	Functions as the senior Command logistics munitions element responsible for 
establishing munitions management policy and procedures in support of operations in the
CJOA-A and Commander, USFOR-A.

3.1.2.	Coordinate with Senior Command elements and Service Components as required 
to ensure sufficient sustainment munitions are on-hand/on requisition in support of
combat operations in the CJOA-A.

3.1.3.	Validate and approve all munitions requirements; to include training, combat load
(CL) and transfer of munitions to non-US coalition partners.

3.1.4.	Distribute ammunition authorizations to subordinate Commands, direct reporting
units, and BDE/TFs based on validated requirements, prioritization, and availability of
assets.

3.1.5.	Validate and approve munitions stockage objectives for CJOA-A.

3.1.6.	Ensure regulatory compliance and consistency between units and locations
throughout the CJOA-A by conducting periodic site visits.  Oversee the inspections and quality
control of munitions policies, SOPs, and ammunition operations in the CJOA-A.

[bookmark: bmk_3_2]3.2. Service Components (US Marine Central (USMARCENT), US Air Force Central (USAFCENT), 
and US Navy Central (USNAVCENT))

	3.2.1.	Serve as the C2 element responsible for Service specific sustainment and retrograde 
operations in support of combat operations in the CJOA-A and Commander, USFOR-A.

3.2.2.	Support USFOR-A priorities for ammunition operations in the CJOA-A.

3.2.3.	Establish policy and procedures based on regulatory guidance and CJOA-A policy for
asset distribution and posturing.

3.2.4.	Provide oversight of subordinate Service Component Command elements for the
management of munitions within the CJOA-A.

3.2.5.	Direct inter-Theater munitions shipments based on requirements and asset
distribution.

3.2.6.	Request, manage, monitor, and report munitions shipment calls forward to meet
validated ammunition requirements.

3.2.7.	Advise USFOR-A of potential issues, shortfalls, or significant munitions concerns
that could impact readiness, mission execution, or supportability.

	3.3.1.	Serve as Senior Operational Command in support of Commander, USFOR-A.

3.3.2.	Support USFOR-A priorities for ammunition operations in the CJOA-A.

3.3.3.	Establish policy and procedures based on regulatory guidance and CJOA-A policy for
asset distribution and posturing.

3.3.4.	Execute Operational Control (OPCON) of subordinate BDE/TF elements IAW
USCENTCOM and USFOR-A guidance.

3.3.5.	Provide policy and oversight of subordinate Divisional and BDE/TF elements
operation of the Standard Army Ammunition System-Modernization (SAAS-MOD) for munitions
management within the BDE/TF AOs.

3.3.6.	Support ASA munitions management directives of the TSC.

3.3.7.	Ensure ASA Accountable Officers and BDE/TF Ammunition Officer/NCO is appointed
by Brigade Commands.

3.3.8.	Advise USFOR-A of potential issues, shortfalls, or significant munitions concerns
that could impact readiness, mission execution, or supportability.

[bookmark: bmk_3_4]3.4.	Division/US Combined Joint Task Force (CJTF) Command

	3.4.1.	Serve as Senior Command for subordinates assigned BDE/TF.

3.4.2.	Support USFOR-A priorities for ammunition operations in the CJOA-A.

3.4.3.	Establish subordinate policy and procedures based on regulatory guidance and
CJOA-A policy for asset distribution and posturing.

3.4.4.	Execute Operational Control (OPCON) of subordinate BDE/TF elements IAW Corps,
USCENTCOM, and USFOR-A guidance.

3.4.5.	Provide policy and oversight of subordinate BDE/TF elements operation of the
Standard Army Ammunition System-Modernization (SAAS-MOD) for munitions
management within the BDE/TF AOs.

3.4.6.	Support ASA munitions management directives of the TSC, on behalf of
USFOR-A.

3.4.7.	Ensure ASA Accountable Officers and BDE/TF Ammunition Officer/NCO is appointed
by Brigade Commands.

3.4.8.	Notify Corps Command of potential issues, shortfalls, or significant munitions
concerns that could impact readiness, mission execution, or supportability.

[bookmark: bmk_3_5]3.5.	Brigade/Task Forces (BDE/TF)	BDE/TFs may have multiple elements responsible for
munitions operations.  Each BDE/TF will assign an individual(s) responsible for the management tasks associated with the positions in the Brigade Ammunition Office (BAO).  If a BDE/TF is responsible for operating an ASA, they are also responsible for ensuring it is managed IAW the guidelines identified in this policy.  Responsibilities of each element is outlined below.

[bookmark: bmk_3_6]3.6.	Brigade Ammunition Office (BAO)

3.6.1.	Maintain and administer SAAS-MMC, as required, for the internal management of
munitions assets within the BDE/TF AO.

3.6.2.	Manage munitions requirements for subordinate units within BDE/TF AO.

3.6.3.	Approve and coordinate issue for subordinate unit requests (via TAMIS e581).

3.6.4.	Manage munitions requirements utilizing TAMIS, for BDE/TF subordinate units.

3.6.5.	Validate all data on expenditure documents (DA Form 5692, DA Form 4949, and
firing data reports (Appendix M)) and forward documents to the supporting SB.

3.6.6.	Maintain copies of all supporting documents pertaining to munitions expenditure
data.

3.6.7.	Consolidate and validate unit LOGSTAR reports, and forward copies to SB daily. 

3.6.8.	Develop and maintain a BDE/TF munitions operations SOP.  Brigades may utilize this
SOP as a baseline, with additional information required for Brigade specific operations.  SOP will
be reviewed at least annually.

3.6.9.	Review and provide comments to Command of subordinate unit level munitions
SOPs at least annually.

3.6.10.	Brigade Command will appoint in writing a primary and alternate BDE/TF
Ammunition Officer/Non-Commissioned Officer (NCO).

3.6.11.	Direct policy and procedure for management, distribution, accountability, and
visibility of all ammunition stored at the BDE/TF level, and/or issued to subordinate, attached,
or assigned units in the Brigade AO.

3.6.12.	Establish and provide oversight of BDE/TF AHA operations.

3.6.13.	Establish and manage policy requiring safe storage practices, accountability, and
expenditure reporting for all Forward Operating Bases (FOB) and Combat Outposts (COP) within
their AO.

3.6.14.	Provide digitally signed DA Form 1687 to the appropriate supporting Theater
Provided Equipment (TPE) Property Book Office (PBO), identifying individual(s) authorized to\
approve munitions requests for issue.  Ensure TPE Unit Identification Code (UIC) and TPE
Department of Defense Activity Address Code (DODAAC) are utilized in lieu of unit derivative
UIC.

3.6.15.	Provide the supporting SB a DA Form 1687 and Assumption of Command Orders
delegating authority to serve as the BDE/TF BAO by the Brigade Commander, responsible for
approving BDE/TF requests for munitions.  Include a list of UICs for which the BAO is
responsible.

3.6.16.	Ensure all supported units munitions are properly monitored for surveillance
restrictions and suspensions.  Notify units immediately of munitions suspensions and/or
restrictions, with proper guidance pertaining to disposition of the affected munitions.

3.6.17.	Ensure all malfunctions and Serious Incident Reports (SIR) involving munitions are
reported as expeditiously as possible.

[bookmark: bmk_3_7]3.7.	Theater Sustainment Command (TSC)

	3.7.1.	Serve as the single Command and Control (C2) element responsible for sustainment 
and retrograde operations in support of combat operations in the CJOA-A and Commander,
USFOR-A.

3.7.2.	Support USFOR-A priorities for ammunition operations in the CJOA-A.

3.7.3.	Establish policy and procedures based on regulatory guidance and CJOA-A policy for
asset distribution and posturing.

3.7.4.	Execute Operational Control (OPCON) of USCENTCOM Material Retrograde Element
 (CMRE), and other units as assigned, in support of the Commander, USFOR-A.

3.7.5.	Manages and administers the Standard Army Ammunition System-Modernization
(SAAS-MOD) for munitions management within the CJOA-A and provides direct oversight and
policy for all for SAAS-ASP systems.

3.7.6.	Manage all Ammunition Account Code (AAC) actions and changes performed by
subordinate Commands.

3.7.7.	Direct inter-Theater munitions shipments based on requirements and asset
distribution.

3.7.8.	Request, manage, monitor, and report munitions shipment calls forward to
USARCENT to meet validated ammunition requirements.

3.7.9.	Manage and administer the Total Ammunition Management Information System
(TAMIS) for all units operating within the CJOA-A; to include US Army, US Marine, US Navy,
US Special Operations Forces, and Department of State agencies requiring munitions
support.

3.7.11.	Manage Acquisition Cross-Servicing Agreements (ACSA) support for ammunition
(commonly referred to as CC35 transactions) within the CJOA-A.

3.7.11.	Establish policy and oversight of CJOA-A Joint Munitions Disposal-Afghanistan 
(JMD-A) Program.

 3.7.12.	Execute USFOR-A priorities for ammunition operations in the CJOA-A.

3.7.13.	Consolidate CJOA-A ammunition data/reports, such as LOGSTAR, asset posture,
stockage status, and expenditures, from SBs, TFs/BCTs, and Direct Reporting Units and submits 
to USFOR-A J4 JMO as described in paragraph 5, Reporting Requirements.

3.7.14.	Provide support for SAAS-MOD training, trouble shooting, and support within the
CJOA-A.

3.7.15.	Approve and monitor all AAC actions and changes performed by the SBs.

3.7.16.	Direct inter and intra CJOA-A ammunition shipments to SBs based on requirements
and asset distribution.

3.7.17.	Request, manage, monitor, and report munitions shipment calls forward to USFOR-A
 JMO and USARCENT in order to meet validated CJOA-A ammunition requirements.

3.7.18.  Advise USFOR-A and USARCENT of potential issues, shortfalls, or significant 
munitions concerns that could impact readiness, mission execution, or supportability.

[bookmark: bmk_3_9]3.9.	Sustainment Brigades (SB)

3.9.1.	Direct and execute USFOR-A and the TSC policy regarding distribution and
directives to ASAs within assigned Regional Commands (RC).

3.9.2.	Receive, manage, and direct ammunition shipments, issues, and actions for
supported units.

3.9.3.	Verify and forward weapon densities and requirement requests for approval as
directed.

3.9.4.	Validate CL requests for issue (e581) from BDE/TF level units to ensure stocks are
available for issue from servicing ASA.

3.9.5.	Validate unit requirements and authorizations using TAMIS.

3.9.6.	Provide replacement CL authorizations to units based on expenditure reports
through TAMIS to ensure units have ability to request resupply of expended stock.

3.9.7.	Manage and process all retail munitions transactions utilizing SAAS-MOD.

3.9.8.	Develop and recommend stockage objectives for CL and Training munitions
required to meet known requirements.  Consolidate, validate, and submit stockage objective
recommendations to TSC by storage point and BDE/TF requirements.

3.9.9.	Input all munitions expenditures into TAMIS based on received DA Form 5692
and/or DA Form 4949 (Appendix M) from supported units.

3.9.10.	Maintain copies of all firing data reports for required munitions and analyze for
proper use of munitions.

3.9.11.	Implement Command Inspection Program for each ASA in their assigned AO in
order to review storage procedures, explosive safety, accountability, and compliance with local,
CJOA-A, and DoD regulatory requirements.

3.9.12.  Consolidate LOGSTAR reports from all servicing TFs/BCTs and Direct Reporting Units 
and submits to USFOR-A J4 JMO and ESC as described in paragraph 5, Reporting Requirements.

[bookmark: bmk_3_10][bookmark: bmk_3_10A]3.10.	Ammunition Storage Area types

	3.10.1.	The purpose of this section is to clarify that there are two general types of
ammunition storage areas within the CJOA-A, and to describe and define each.  The two types of ammunitions storage areas are the Ammunition Support Activity (ASA) and an Ammunition Holding Area (AHA).  The differences between an ASA and the AHA, as they are applied in the CJOA-A, represent two very different capabilities.  Due to a lack of published ammunition doctrinal guidance reflecting the Army ammunition force structure as it currently exists, it is difficult to reference a current source to clarify the differences in purpose and utilization between an ASA and AHA.  This document will provide a brief explanation of that topic.

		3.10.1.1.	  Ammunition Support Activity (ASA).  ASA storage sites are logistic storage
locations for munitions that have not been issued to using units.  As applied in the CJOA-A, ASA
is a general term used to describe any “retail” ammunition activity including current terms such
as Ammunition Transfer/Holding Point (ATHP) and Munitions Storage Area (MSA) as well as 
more antiquated terms such as Ammunition Supply Point (ASP), Corps Storage Area (CSA), and 
Theater Storage Area (TSA).  The terms ASP, CSA, TSA were historically defined, based on the
concepts of that era, in-which Divisional units maneuvered along a linear battle space, based on 
a set unit support structure and an established “days of supply” (DOS) of munitions.  
Unfortunately, Desert Shield/Desert Storm, proved most of the matrixes for determining DOS 
severely inaccurate.  Today’s Brigade/Task Force-centric force is much more flexible and 
adaptable, as are the ASAs supporting this structure.  The term “activity” identifies the ASA as a 
separate, independent entity assigned its own UIC and DODAAC (which designate a specific 
Stock Records Account (SRA)), and an appointed Accountable Officer responsible for 
maintaining accountability of all stocks identified by the SRA.  The term “support” is used to 
denote that, not only is ammunition “stored” at the ASA, but also “processed” through unit 
issues, unit turn-ins, shipments, receipts, repair & maintenance, etc.

		3.10.1.2.	  Ammunition Holding Area (AHA).  AHA storage sites are locations where 
ammunition which has been issued to units can be safely stored.  Normally the sites are “cited” 
and approved for storage of explosives IAW explosive citing criteria, separated by quantity 
distance (QD) standards.  When these areas cannot be located a sufficiently safe distances from 
personnel and/or military equipment, a Certificate of Risk Acceptance (CoRA) is completed by 
the Command responsible for the AHA.  AHAs may consist of one or more storage sites and 
usually involve some level of acceptance of risks to personnel, facilities and equipment that are 
greater than normally permitted.  An AHA storage site can be an open pad, uploaded vehicle, 
MILVAN or ISO container, barricaded cell, etc.  An AHA is not an activity or element, simply a 
physical location.  This term is also replacing antiquated terms such as Basic Load Ammunition 
Holding Area (BLAHA) used to store Ammunition Basic Load (ABL).  In 2009 Headquarters 
Department of the Army G3 consolidated and quantified (baseline) combat ammunition 
requirements, rescinding several outdated, obsolete terms, replacing the term ABL with 
Combat Load (CL).  Combat units engage in combat with Combat Load munitions.  Since AHAs 
are cited and approved for use based on explosive factors, not on the type of munitions stored 
there, the term AHA is now used because it is “munitions type” indifferent.  An AHA can be 
used to store CL, training munitions, or any other munitions type.
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3.11.	Ammunition Support Activities (ASA)

3.11.1.	Conduct retail munitions operations (such as: issues, turn-ins, shipments, receipts, 
store, maintenance, and inspections) in support of US Forces within the CJOA-A.

3.11.2.	Appoint in writing the ASA Accountable Officer.  Memo must include the UIC, 
DODAAC, and Storage Point code of the assigned ASA.  Accountable Officer must be appointed 
by appropriate level Command authority.  For Army units this is the Battalion Commander 
responsible for operation of the ASA (normally O5).  Approval authority for discrepancies 
associated with the ASA account will be the Commander for which the Battalion is subordinate, 
typically a Brigade (normally O6).

3.11.3.	Ensure documentation is processed IAW CJOA-A policy and regulatory 
requirements.  Ensure that Notice of Delegation of Authority DA Form 1687 and Assumption of 
Command orders are on hand with original or digital signatures prior to issue of munitions.  
Personnel designated to receive munitions must be specified on the DA Form 1687.  DA Form 
1687 and Assumption of Command memo must identify the appropriate TPE UIC and DODAAC 
assigned to the unit.

3.11.4.	Maintain all munitions on record utilizing SAAS-ASP with latest released Software 
Change Package applied.  Ensure all ammunition transactions are completed utilizing SAAS-ASP 
and reported through the SAAS-MOD digital transactional reporting process.

3.11.5.	Process electronic DA Form 581 (e581) utilizing TAMIS and pre-post issues within 12 
hours of receipt.  Accept all e581 submitted through TAMIS for issue.  Do not accept “paper” or 
“scanned” DA Forms 581 unless directed to do so by USFOR-A J4 JMO.

3.11.6.	Establish and publish an internal and external SOP clarifying policies and procedures 
associated with the ASA.  External SOPs will be made available to customer units.  All SOPs will 
be reviewed and updated annually, or as needed to reflect current procedures.

3.11.7.	Conduct inventories as required IAW regulatory guidance or as directed by SB, 
providing results and discrepancy reports monthly for CAT 1 and 2 items and not less than 
quarterly for all other items.

3.11.8.	Ensure all munitions are properly stored IAW established security and safety 
regulations and publications. The BAO will limit the amount of containers for like items.

3.11.9.	Inspect all munitions prior to issue and ensure suspended/restricted stocks are not 
issued and are stored separately from serviceable/issuable stocks.

3.11.10.	  Review and comply with all Notices of Ammunition Reclassification (NARs), 
Ammunition Information Notices (AINs), and Safety of Use Messages (SOUMs) and provide 
feedback on impact to SB within 24 hours of notification.
	
3.11.11.	  Munitions will be obligated against material release order (MRO) received from SB 
or TSC within 24 hours of receipt of MRO.  MRO receipt acknowledgement will be e-mailed
to originating SB/TSC Munitions Section immediately upon receipt.

3.11.12.		Directed account code changes (ACC) will be processed within 24 hours of 
receipt of directive.  ACC receipt acknowledgement will be e-mailed to originating SB/TSC
Munitions Section immediately upon receipt.  Upon completion of directed ACC, e-mail 
notification will be sent to originating SB/TSC Munitions Section.  Contact directing 
SB/TSC Munitions Section for exceptions to the guidelines above.

[bookmark: bmk_3_11]3.12.	Units

3.12.1.	Certify all personnel associated with the storage or management of arms, 
ammunition, and explosives IAW AR 190-11 and document using DA form 7281-R which is to 
remain on file at the unit.

3.12.2.	Submit unit weapons densities by UIC, LIN, nomenclature, quantity, and distinguish 
between TPE and organizational weapon systems to supporting BAO and SB Munitions Section.

3.12.3.	Provide supporting ASA Accountable Officer with a digitally signed DA Form 1687 
(with appropriately assigned unit TPE UIC/DODAAC), identifying individuals authorized to 
request and receive ammunition.  Submit all requests for issue of munitions utilizing TAMIS.

3.12.4.	Provide daily unit LOGSTAR report to supporting BAO (Appendix K).

3.12.5.	Ensure all munitions remain in original pack to the maximum extent possible.  The 
unit Commander is responsible to ensure all munitions are properly recorded in the unit TPE 
property record.  Small arms ammunition (SAA) (.50 and below, to include shotgun) does not 
require formal unit TPE property record accountability, however units may direct otherwise 
based on their operational requirements.  Units will maintain lot number records for all SAA in 
their possession, in order to identify suspended or restricted ammunition, in accordance with 
Notices of Ammunition Reclassification (NAR), which are distributed as required.

3.12.6.	Utilize DA Form 5692 to report expenditures of all CL munitions.  Completed DA 
Form 5692 will be signed by the unit Commander and sent to the SB within 48 hours of report.  
Additional forms utilized in the expenditure reporting process are the DA Form 4949 
(Administrative Adjustment Report (AAR)) and firing data reports (Appendix M) for 120 MM 
APMI, Excalibur, and all missile systems (Hellfire DA 5583, TOW DA 7213, Javelin DA 3474, and 
MLRS/GMLRS DA 5582).  Expenditure reports will not be completed until the munitions are 
actually expended.

3.12.7.	Establish munitions operations SOP IAW guidelines established by the supporting 
BAO and explosive safety personnel.

3.12.8.	Ensure all munitions, which are no longer required for current operations, are 
turned in to the supporting ASA.

3.12.9.	Provide adequate unit personnel to assist ASA in the receipt of all unit turn-ins.  
Unit personnel will remain at the ASA until all munitions are properly repacked and turned-in, 
as directed by ASA personnel.

[bookmark: bmk_4GENERALPOLICY]4.	General Policy

4.1.	Direct Liaison Authorized with All Concerned (DIRLAUTH ALCON) levels of munitions 
management or asset storage facilities.

4.2.	Munitions will be accounted for by DODIC and lot number on the unit TPE property
record.  SAA (.50 and below, to include shotgun) does not require formal unit TPE property 
record accountability, however units may direct otherwise based on their operational 
requirements.  Units will maintain lot number records for all SAA in their possession, in order to 
identify suspended or restricted ammunition, in accordance with NARs, which are distributed as 
required.

5.3.1.	On-hand Stock status to the supporting TSC Munitions Branch and USFOR-A J4 JMO
due Daily NLT 1700 hours.  Submit via SAAS-ASP/ATHP, Oracle browser export files in “SLK” 
format.

5.3.2.	NEW and license limitation report to the SB due Weekly, on Tuesday.

5.3.2.1.	Report will detail total NEW by storage location (pad, magazine / MILVAN,
etc.), CoRA free NEW, hazard class / division, CoRA NEW limit, and total site NEW. See figure 
below for an example.

5.3.3.	Special inventories, as directed by the SB, due Monthly NLT COB on the 30th

[bookmark: bmk_5_4]5.4.	BDE/TF and Separate Units

5.4.1.	Weapons Density report due to SB within 10 days of Relief in Place/Transfer of
Authority (RIP/TOA) and upon any weapon changes to the unit’s TPE or ORG property book, to 
include all approved Operational Needs Statements (ONS) that authorize additional weapon 
systems.

5.4.2.	Commander’s Top 10 Critical DODIC list due to the supporting SB due Monthly NLT 
COB on the 20th.

5.4.3.	All ammunition expenditures will be reported within 48 hours of consumption.  CL 
and training munitions will be reported utilizing separate DA Form 5692-Rs, as required by
supporting SB.

5.4.4.	Inventory/Expenditure Reports for the Excalibur through the SB to TSC due
Monthly NLT COB on the 4th.  Firing Data Reports are required along with the expenditure 
forms for these munitions.

[bookmark: bmk_5_5]5.5.	Serious Incident Reporting (weapon system or ammunition related)

5.5.1.	All incidents involving ammunition or weapons systems that result in damage or
injury must be reported to supporting BAO within six hours of incident, unless operational 
situation prohibits immediate reporting.  In these cases, the information and report will be 
submitted as soon as mission allows but NLT 24 hours from the time of incident.

5.5.2.	The report will be submitted IAW AR 75-1 on DA Form 4379-1 through SIPR
channels.

5.5.3.	The BAO will forward an approved copy of the DA Form 4379-R for Conventional 
Ammunition and DA Form 4379-1 for Missile and Rocket Ammunition to the Supporting
Ammunition Logistics Assistance Representative (LAR), with copies furnished to the supporting 
Explosives Safety Officer, SB, TSC Munitions Branch and USFOR-A J4 JMO within 12 hours 
of receipt.

[bookmark: bmk_5_6]5.6.	Malfunction Investigation and Reporting Procedures

5.6.1.	All malfunctions, accidents and incidents involving ammunition or explosives must
be reported IAW AR 75-1, Chapter 2 on an Ammunition Malfunction Report DA Form 4379 or 
Missile and Rocket Malfunction Report DA Form 4379-1 (Annex J).

5.6.2.	When malfunction occurs units must stop using the lot of ammunition that
malfunctioned and immediately inform the chain of command, supporting BAO, Supporting 
Ammunition LAR, with copies furnished to the supporting Explosive Safety Officer, SB and ESC 
Munitions Sections and USFOR-A J4 JMO within 24 hours of receipt.

5.6.3.	A preliminary DA Form 4379/4379-1 must be submitted to Ammunition Tech,
Quality Assurance Specialist (Ammunition Surveillance) (QASAS)/Ammunition LAR, and SB 
Munitions Section NLT six hours of the incident.  The nearest EOD unit should be notified if the 
ammunition is considered hazardous.  

5.6.4.	Units must segregate and discontinue use of the lot of ammunition that
malfunctioned until informed otherwise by a their Command or supporting BAO, QASAS, or 
Ammunition LAR.

5.6.5.	Report ammunition malfunctions IAW AR 75-1 and Army Ammunition Notice 
008-13 (Appendix N), and provide additional copies of the report to the addresses listed below.

[bookmark: bmk_6_1_1687]6.1.	Notice of Delegation of Authority, DA Form 1687

6.1.1.	Requests for issue of munitions will be processed utilizing TAMIS (e581 process). 
Requests for turn-in of munitions are not processed utilizing TAMIS, as the system does not 
support this process.  Request validation and approval routing will be established in TAMIS prior 
to the submission of the e581 requests.  Unit Commanders are responsible delegating authority 
to request, receive, and approve unit requests for munitions.

6.1.2.	Copies of the unit DA Forms 1687 authorizing request, receive and approval
authority, along with the associated assumption of command memo (with unit TPE 
UIC/DODAAC identified) will be provided to the supporting BAOs, SBs, and ASAs.

6.1.3.	Unit DA Forms 1687 may be consolidated to show who has authority to request or
receive CL or training munitions.  A Memo (or DA Form 1687) delegating Command authority to 
approve requests will also be submitted to the supporting SB.

6.1.4.	Each UIC must have a minimum of one NCO (E-5 or above), civilian in grade GS-7 or
above, or contractor with delegated authority from the commander to request ammunition.  
Soldiers, regardless of grade/rank, can receive ammunition.  Delegated authority must be 
appropriately indicated on DA Form 1687, approved, and on record at the SB and ASA.  See 
Appendix C for contractor authorization to request and receive ammunition.

6.1.5.	Prior to declining a request for issue of ammunition, the ASA Accountable Officer
will contact the managing SB for assistance.

[bookmark: bmk_6_2]6.2.	Total Ammunition Management Information System (TAMIS)

6.2.1.	TAMIS is a web based application used to process all requests of munitions,
regardless of type (training, CL, etc).  It’s use is mandated by by AR 5-13.  TAMIS requires no 
special software other than “Script-X”, “Approve-it” and “AWS Client.”  All software products 
are available within TAMIS and require network administrator rights to perform installation.

6.2.1.1.	TAMIS provides the munitions processes and functions required at the
requesting unit level, providing authority to request munitions via authorizations, electronic 
document tracking, electronic requesting process, expenditure reporting, and a large 
population of fixed reports as well as customized reports.

6.2.1.2.	TAMIS data and user accounts are based on a hierarchal structure where all
actions, reports and transactions processed at one level are visible and reportable at all higher 
levels.  TAMIS will be setup to automatically notify all levels of ammunition management of 
transactions to include: authorization changes, requirements approved, request for issue and 
other key ammunition management capabilities.

6.2.2.	TAMIS will be utilized to the maximum extent possible within the CJOA-A.  All
requests for issue of CL and training munitions will be processed utilizing TAMIS.

6.2.3.	Units requiring or submitting “paper” DA Form 581 – due to unavailability of TAMIS
only – must obtain approval by the USFOR-A J4 JMO.

6.2.4.	TAMIS authorization management, functions, account, hierarchy, and user
management will be performed by the USFOR-A J4 JMO, between CJOA-A and subordinate
users.  Account authorizations and requesting processes will be decentralized and performed at
the lowest level possible (BDE/TF).

6.2.5.	Each account in TAMIS requires a primary and alternate Ammunition Officer/NCO
who will perform basic functions (such as “requesting”) within TAMIS.

6.2.6.	Units will identify an individual authorized to “approve” requests utilizing TAMIS. 
Units without Brigade level authority in the associated RC, will have all requests validated by
the supporting SB.

6.2.7.	TAMIS user rights and roles are managed by the supporting SB.  Units requiring
capabilities/rights, which cannot be granted by the supporting SB, must contact USFOR-A J4
JMO.

6.2.8.	TAMIS training is available through the USFOR-A TAMIS Manager.  Units requiring
training should contact the USFOR-A J4 JMO to coordinate any required initial or sustainment
level TAMIS training.

6.2.9.	TAMIS help files which explain individual tasks such as requesting ammunition,
create new users, installation of Approvit 6.5 software and many more, are available in PDF file
format.

6.2.10.	CL Ammunition Accounts:

6.2.10.1.	CL accounts will be managed by the BDE/TF BAO or designated individual
appointed on orders by the Brigade Commander.  Each BDE/TF will appoint, in writing, a 
primary and alternate CL ammunition manager as the points of contact authorized to approve 
requests for CL munitions.

6.2.10.2.	CL ammunition accounts will be established in TAMIS by the supporting SB. 
The TPE UIC will be placed under the assigned TF within the TAMIS hierarchy and resourced 
based on weapons density, Command policies, and any current munitions restrictions.  Unit 
ammunition requirements will be established under the appropriate unit level in TAMIS in order 
to manage unit CL levels.  TPE accounts will not be utilized for training ammunition 
authorizations or requests.

6.2.10.3.	Units not assigned directly to BDE/TF will have their TPE UIC placed under
the battle space owner primary support (RC- East, -South, -West, etc.).  

6.2.10.4.	The weapons density report will include all weapons the unit commander
is signed for (TPE and organizational) and additional information IAW Appendix D.  Aviation 
units must include type of aircraft, number of aircraft, and the number of aircrews by aircraft 
type.  If there is a change in weapons systems (gain or loss), an updated weapons density report 
must be submitted to the SB within 24 hours of the change.

6.2.11.	Training Ammunition Accounts:

6.2.11.1.	USFOR-A J4 JMO will establish and assign BDE/TF Commands a derivative
UIC for training ammunition management, through the supporting SB.

6.2.11.2.	Training accounts will be managed by the BDE/TF BAO or designated
individual appointed on orders by the Brigade Commander.  Each BDE/TF will appoint, in 
writing, a primary and alternate training ammunition manager as the points of contact 
authorized to approve requests for training munitions.

6.2.11.3.	The supporting SB will request DUICs for units without Brigade level
authority in the associated RC.

[bookmark: bmk_6_3]6.3	Standard Army Ammunition System-Modernized (SAAS-MOD)

6.3.1.	SAAS-ASP is utilized as the accountable record for CJOA-A ASAs.  ASA Accountable
Officers will ensure the SAAS-MOD system utilized at their ASA is loaded with the current 
software change package and that system communications are established and functioning to 
support daily transaction reporting to ESC, Worldwide Ammunition Reporting System, the 
TSC, and TAMIS.  ASA Accountable Officers will ensure SAAS-MOD generated reports reflecting 
transaction and on-hand stocks status data are transmitted as required by ESC and the TSC.

6.3.2.	ASA Accountable Officers will ensure their accountable record system (SAAS-MOD)
is loaded with the correct TPE UIC and DODAAC for CL and the correct SB assigned DUIC for 
training.  The training DODAAC will be the same as the UIC, except the second character will be 
changed to a numeral “9”.  Example: a training ammunition DUIC of WATFEA will have the 
DODAAC, in SAAS-MOD, of W9TFEA.

6.3.3.	ASA Accountable Officers will ensure that a full system reconciliation is executed
monthly, NLT 15th of each month, or as directed by ESC or the TSC.

[bookmark: bmk_7MUNITIONOPS]7.	Munitions Operations

[bookmark: bmk_7_1]7.1.	Authorizations and Accountability of CL and Training Munitions

7.1.1.		CL is the standard quantity and type of munitions an individual weapon, 
crew-served weapon, or a weapons platform and its MTOE-designated munitions carriers, are 
designed to hold.  CLs for bulk munitions (grenades, signals, etc.) are not associated with a 
weapon or weapon platform and are assigned by standard resource code, reflecting the 
quantity required to give units a realistic level of capability and flexibility, based on personnel 
strength.

7.1.1.1.	Authorizations for CL are determined by the unit’s weapons density, HQDA
established authorized quantities per weapon, and Command policies.  USFOR-A J4 JMO will 
provide each SB authorizations for CL.  Units are authorized to maintain 100% of approved ABL
munitions.

7.1.1.2.	CL munitions will be accounted for as TPE property, utilizing Property Book
Unit Supply Enhanced (PBUSE).  SAA (.50 and below, to include shotgun) does not require 
formal unit TPE property record accountability, however units may direct otherwise based on 
their operational requirements.  Units will maintain DODIC/lot number records for all SAA in 
their possession, in order to identify suspended or restricted ammunition, in accordance with 
NARs, which are distributed as required.

7.1.1.3.	Quantity of CL munitions on-hand will be reported to BDE/TF BAO daily by 
each unit.  Receipts at the unit level will be annotated as received within 24 hours of the unit 
receiving the issue from the ASA.

7.1.1.4.	CL expenditures will be reported utilizing an Ammunition Consumption 
Certificate, DA Form 5692-R and an Administrative Adjustment Report, DA Form 4949 
(Appendix M).

7.1.1.5.	CL Increase (CLI) requests, constitute a temporary increase to CL 
authorizations.  Requests for CLIs will be submitted to the supporting BDE/TF BAO, routed 
through the supporting SB for validation of requirement and weapons densities, validated by 
ESC Munitions Section for analysis of supportability, and finally to TSC Munitions Branch for 
approval.  Requests for CLI will be submitted utilizing the USFOR-A CLI form (appendix F).  USFOR-A J4 JMO will be the approving authority for all CLI requests. TSC 
Munitions Branch will review all CLI requests to ensure the Stockage Objective for the servicing ASA will not be exceeded.  Unit requests for CLIs which 
are not approved, may be contested through the Regional RC/CJTF CJ3/CJ4 and Corps
G3/G4 for resolution.

7.1.1.6.	Units will not use CL munitions for training purposes.

7.1.1.7.	Units will not issue, transfer, or donate CL munitions to Coalition Forces 
and/or Afghanistan National Army/Police.

7.1.2.		Training ammunition is provided to each BDE/TF Commander IAW authorized 
strategies outlined in DA PAM 350-38, Chapter 12 while deployed in support of Contingency 
Operations (CONOPS), based on weapons density and personnel assigned to a unit, and 
availability of training ammunition.

7.1.2.1.	Training ammunition authorizations will be provided based on a quarterly 
basis to each BDE/TF by the USFOR-A J4 JMO and may be reduced throughout the fiscal year 
based on asset postures and/or reduced authorizations provided to the CJOA-A.

7.1.2.2.	Training authorization increase requests will be submitted to the BDE/TF BAO 
and sent directly to USFOR-A J4 JMO for approval, with a courtesy copy sent to the SB and
ESC.

7.1.3.		IAW AR 710-2, units will maintain either manual or automated document registers 
to track issues and turn-ins of CL and training munitions.

7.1.4.		Units will not use training munitions for operational purposes.

7.1.5.		Units will not issue, transfer, or donate training munitions to Coalition Forces 
and/or Afghanistan National Army/Police.

7.1.6.		Foreign ammunition which has not been type classified and approved for US 
military use, is not to be accounted for by US military units (this includes both coalition partner 
ammunition as well as captured enemy ammunition).  Because the hazard class and 
compatibility groups for these items, as well as the functioning and specific hazards are 
unknown foreign munitions are extremely dangerous.  When encountered, do not touch or 
disturb the item.  Immediately contact supporting EOD personnel for disposition.

[bookmark: bmk_7_2]7.2.	Issuing of Munitions

7.2.1.	ASA Accountable Officers will accept all requests for ammunition issues which have 
been validated by the SB, within 12 hours of notification receipt from TAMIS.  Items will be 
selected and pre-posted utilizing SAAS-MOD in order to remove issued quantity from available 
quantity.  ASAs will not disapprove TAMIS-approved e581, unless unable to support due to 
shortages in on-hand stocks.

7.2.2.	All munitions will be checked for suspension, restrictions, and reclassifications prior 
to issue.

7.2.3.	The ASA Accountable Officer is authorized to increase requested quantity to 
coincide with the quantity issued without breaking into additional hermetically sealed 
containers, provided that no light cans or boxes are available for issue from the same DODIC, 
lot#, or condition code (CC).

7.2.4.	The ASA Accountable Officer will post all issued documents in SAAS-ASP within 12 
hours of actual issue.  ASA transactions will be sent to TAMIS via SAAS-ASP communications.

7.2.5.	ASA Accountable Officers will not accept paper or scanned (NON-TAMIS 
PROCESSED) DA Form 581s for issue of any munitions in the CJOA-A unless approved by USFOR-
A J4 JMO.

7.2.6.	An ASA that does not have sufficient stocks to fill approved requests from within 
the account to support the type of issue (CL, training, Special Operations, etc.) will contact the 
SB and request an account transfer from another account.  At no time will an ASA decline issue 
due to shortage of stocks in a specific account if non-dedicated stocks are available from 
another account, unless told to do so by the supporting SB based on a higher priority.  The 
supporting SB will request appropriate account code changes from ESC.

7.2.7.	If ASA stocks are insufficient to fill requirement of approved request for munitions, 
the ASA Accountable Officers will contact the managing SB for clarification prior to completing 
the issue.

7.2.8.	ASA Accountable Officers will ensure that all issues are transmitted by SAAS-MOD 
and received by TAMIS, WARS, and SAAS-MMC within 12 hours of issue.   ASAs that have 
problems with transmissions or posting of information will contact their supporting SB for 
assistance.  TAMIS problems will be routed to the USFOR-A TAMIS Manager.

7.2.9.	Requesting units are responsible for contacting the supporting ASA to schedule the 
munitions pickup, and for transporting the received munitions.

[bookmark: bmk_7_3]7.3.	Cross-leveling of Munitions

7.3.1.	Ammunition will be cross-leveled between BDE/TF elements to the maximum 
extent possible.

7.3.2.	TSC is responsible for directing and or coordinating all intra-CJOA-A shipments.

7.3.3.	SBs may direct transfers between ASAs within their areas of operation, in 
coordination with TSC directives, using a Material Release Order and associated 
shipment/receipt process.  Transfers/shipments will not be processed as retail issues.

7.3.4.	BDE/TF units may cross-level from one unit to another, using approved property 
accountability procedures, as determined by the supporting TPE PBO.  In instances where the 
requirement is critical, this transfer may be performed utilizing a hand receipt.  Proper 
documentation must be provided to the BDE/TF BAO and TPE PBO, identifying quantity, DODIC 
and lot# of items transferred.  Both units must update their document registers and unit 
property record, as required, within 48 hours of the transaction.

[bookmark: bmk_7_4]7.4.	Turn-in of Munitions

7.4.1.	All unauthorized, excess munitions will be returned to the supporting ASA prior to 
redeployment.  Packaging and residue items will also be returned to the supporting ASA, as 
operationally allowable, without creating unnecessary risk to life and/or equipment.  
Munitions, residue, and packaging are turned-in utilizing separate DA Form 581s.

7.4.2.	Munitions will be maintained in the original packaging to the maximum extent 
possible, in order to maintain lot integrity and protect munitions from weather, damage, and 
other factors that may reduce the serviceability.

7.4.3.	Expended tubes from serialized, missiles and rocket, in a “ready-to-fire” 
configuration, such as AT4s, LAW Rocket, SMAW-D, etc. will be turned in to the supporting ASA 
for disposition.

[bookmark: bmk_7_5]7.5.	Explosives Storage Sites
This encompasses any area used to store explosive material.

[bookmark: bmk_7_5_1]7.5.1.	Explosives Safety Site Planning (ESSP) Requirements

7.5.1.1.	USFOR-A J3 Explosives Safety Officer is responsible for providing guidance to 
subordinate Commands regarding all aspects of explosives safety siting of munitions storage 
facilities, to include suitability, use of facilities, and the proper use of storage drawings and 
methods.

7.5.1.2.	Every effort will be made to conduct a site survey prior to establishing any 
munitions storage area.  All munitions storage locations will require an ESSP, to include unit’s 
arms rooms.

7.5.1.3.	QASAS, Explosives Safety, and/or Ammunition LAR personnel will ensure 
compliance with the applicable quantity distance and compatibility standards.

7.5.1.4.	Certificates of Risk Acceptance (CoRAs) are required where net explosive 
weight or quantity distance cannot be met due to mission requirements or space limitations.

7.5.1.5.	Explosive licenses will be developed from approved ESSP and CoRA.

[bookmark: bmk_7_5_2]7.5.2.	Site Manager Identification

7.5.2.1.	Joint use of licensed storage sites in the CJOA-A is highly encouraged.  When 
more than one unit occupies a storage site, the site will have an assigned Storage Site Manager.

7.5.2.2.	The site manager will be an Officer or NCO in the rank of SFC or above.

7.5.2.3.	The site manager’s name, phone number, and email will be forwarded to the 
SB, TSC Munitions Branch and USFOR-A J4 JMO.

7.5.2.4.	Site managers will be the primary POC for all security, structure, and safety 
issues associated with the explosive site.  The POC will provide their information to the 
supporting CJOA-A Explosives Safety Manager, QASAS, Physical Security Manager, Fire 
Department, and other agencies/representatives not directly involved with ammunition 
accountability or operational functions.

7.5.2.5.	Site managers may also be the appointed Accountable Officer for the ASA.

7.5.2.6.	Accountable Officers allowing unit courtesy storage in the ASA will be 
provided monthly inventories from supported units and are authorized to inspect for safety in 
storage of unit munitions, in order to maintain visibility of NEW and other safety issues.

[bookmark: bmk_7_5_3]7.5.3.	Storage Requirements of Munitions

7.5.3.1.	Commanders will ensure ammunition is stored and secure IAW AR 190-11, DA 
PAM 385-64, and command policies.

7.5.3.2.	The use of ISO containers is encouraged when possible to achieve protection 
from elements and outside attack, as well as provide additional security.  Munitions and 
munitions containers will be positioned in storage so that information (lot#, DODIC, etc.) is 
readily accessible for identification and inventory purposes.

7.5.3.3.	Unserviceable munitions will be stored separately from serviceable 
munitions.  Amnesty munitions will not be stored on the same pad as other munitions until 
identified and deemed safe.

7.5.3.4.	Propulsive munitions, missiles, and rockets will be stored nose down or with 
the nose facing embankments/safest way possible to minimize damage should accidental 
ignition occur.

7.5.3.5.	Red and White Phosphorus munitions will be stored with the strictest 
adherence to all established procedures. 

7.5.3.6.	Storage compatibility IAW DA PAM 385-64, Chapter 7, will be maintained at 
all times when operationally possible.

7.5.3.7.	All munitions in storage will be packaged IAW approved drawings and/or 
Special Packaging Instructions.  A designated storage area for packing material will be 
established.

7.5.3.8.	Storage magazines, ISO containers, pads, and the munitions storage area will 
be kept clean, orderly, and uncluttered, with no accumulation of trash, debris, etc.

7.5.3.9.	Magazine Data Cards (DA Forms 3020-R) will be utilized for storage of 
munitions to record all inventories, shipments, issues, and receipts.  When the card is full or the 
entire Lot issued, the cards will be filed with the ASA Accountable Officer or BAO as historical 
documents for the duration of the unit rotation.

7.5.3.10.	Externally post only the Fire and Chemical symbols representing the 
highest hazards present at the entrance of the storage location (when operational security 
permits), as they present a target of opportunity and an undue risk to the Command and the 
munitions stockpile.

7.5.3.11.	A map of the storage location showing each pad, cell, or building will be 
provided to the servicing Fire Department, and updated when the fire and/or chemical hazard 
changes.

7.5.3.12.	A minimum of one 10lbs BC fire extinguisher suitable for the hazards
involved will be available for immediate use at each pad, cell, or building storing munitions.  
Each fire extinguisher will be kept in a full, or fully charged, operational condition.

7.5.3.13.	An emergency evacuation plan for all munitions storage locations is 
required.  The plan will detail all procedures necessary for safe and efficient exit during 
emergency situations, fire, lightning storms, injury, etc.

7.5.3.14.	Prepare and maintain an internal and external SOP that address munitions 
explosives safety, storage, security, and accountability for each explosive storage site, etc.  For 
assistance with preparation, coordinate with the supporting SB, USFOR-A Safety Office, and the 
Provost Marshall Office.

[bookmark: bmk_7_5_4]7.5.4.	Management of Explosive Storage Sites in DA Pamphlet 385-64, paragraph 1.5.a. and 
b. outline responsibilities of Commanders responsible for explosive storage sites.   In addition to 
guidance provided by DA Pamphlet 385-64, CJOA-A battlespace owners (defined as Combined 
Joint Task Force and/or Garrison) may implement an inspection program designed to ensure 
safety in storage of the munitions stored within their area of operation/responsibility.  The 
purpose of this program is to mitigate hazards to adjacent facilities, ensure compliance with 
established explosive limits, reduce excess (unneeded munitions), and ensure proper 
accountability and storage procedures are being utilized.

[bookmark: bmk_7_6]7.6.	Inventory Requirements of Munitions

7.6.1.	All munitions storage locations will maintain an accurate record of munitions on-
hand at all times, in order to provide visibility and monitor for ammunition information notices, 
suspensions, reclassifications, and restrictions.  ASA Accountable Officers will monitor ASA 
stocks for ammunition information notices, suspensions, reclassifications, and restriction.  BAOs 
will monitor all unit ammunition for ammunition information notices, suspensions, 
reclassifications, and restrictions and will notify unit POCs accordingly.

7.6.2.	A current on-hand balance of all unit munitions will be maintained .  A 100% 
inventory of all munitions will be conducted monthly and the results will be reported to the SB.

7.6.3.	ASA Accountable Officers will conduct a 100% inventory of all assigned stocks 
during the change of accountability process, when being assigned the account and when 
transferring the account.  100% inventories will also be conducted at least quarterly, due to 
frequency of Accountable Officer rotation.  All discrepancies will be resolved within 7 days of 
identifying the discrepancy or forward for appropriate action (to include AR 15-6 investigation),
as appropriate.  ASA Accountable Officer will submit results of these inventories to the SB NLT 
30th of each calendar month.  SB will forward results to TSC if a discrepancy is found which 
results in a AR 15-6 investigation.

7.6.4.	Report inventory discrepancies, unauthorized destructions, and other physical 
losses IAW AR 190-11.  Appendix E of AR 190-11 establishes a losses/overages list of items that 
require an AR 15-6 investigation.

7.6.5.	ASA closures to conduct wall-to-wall inventories are not authorized in a wartime 
environment, per AR 710-2, Paragraph 3-42.

7.6.6.	ASA Accountable Officers will ensure that all accountability documentation and 
historical files are maintained IAW AR 710-2, DA PAMs 710-2-1 and 710-2-2, and AR 25-400-2.

[bookmark: bmk_7_7]7.7.	Munitions Amnesty Program

7.7.1.	The physical security and accountability of munitions are of paramount importance.  
The amnesty program is neither intended to circumvent normal turn-in and/or accountability 
procedures.  Installation amnesty programs are normally established and implemented by the 
safety elements of those organizations.

7.7.2.	Implementation of an amnesty program is mandatory at each COP, FOB, Logistics 
Support Area, and Air Field and will be under the direct control of the Garrison Commander, 
Mayor’s Cell, or Senior Tactical Command (as appropriate).  The program will consist of a 
detailed SOP with step-by-step procedures detailing all operations involved.

7.7.3.	The program is an opportunity for individuals to return unauthorized munitions 
without recourse, adverse action, or fear of prosecution.  Personnel involved with managing an 
amnesty program will follow the guidelines provided below:

7.7.3.1.	All munitions, excluding SAA, will be considered extremely hazardous and will 
not be handled or moved by unauthorized personnel who have not been formally trained on 
handling of ammunition.

7.7.3.2.	Supporting ASA personnel, MOS 89B NCOs, QASAS, or EOD personnel will 
check and empty amnesty containers at intervals designated by the implementing Command.  
Ammunition will be collected and returned to the nearest ASA.  Accountable Officers will 
process the munitions on their accountable record as “found on installation” (transaction code 
FOI) recording them in CC-K until inspected and reclassified by a qualified ammunition 
inspector.

7.7.3.3.	Using units “recovering” unauthorized munitions will return munitions to the 
nearest ASA for recovery.  Units are not required to provide turn-in documentation for items 
“found on installation” and returned to the supporting ASA.

7.7.3.4.	Foreign ammunition which has not been type classified and approved for US 
military use, is not to be accounted for by US military units (this includes both coalition partner 
ammunition as well as captured enemy ammunition).  Because the hazard class and 
compatibility groups for these items, as well as the functioning and specific hazards are 
unknown; foreign munitions are extremely dangerous.  When encountered, do not touch or 
disturb the item.  Immediately contact supporting EOD personnel for disposition.

[bookmark: bmk_7_8]7.8.	RIP/TOA Requirements

7.8.1.	Units will contact local QASAS or LAR support NLT eight weeks prior to RIP/TOA to 
schedule an onsite inspection of unit munitions.

7.8.2.	Training ammunition assets remaining in a unit’s possession will be returned to the 
nearest ASA.  Training ammunition will not be transferred between units during RIP/TOA.  The 
supporting QASAS/LAR will contact USFOR-A J4 JMO to identify any outstanding training 
documents and associated munitions.

7.8.3.	Ammunition transferred from one unit to another will be recorded on a DA 3161 
and reported to the SB within 24 hours of the transfer.

[bookmark: bmk_8FARP]8.	Forward Arming and Refueling Point (FARP) Operations

8.1.	FARP operations will not be used as bulk or long term storage of ammunition or explosives 
items.  Ammunition & explosives will be stored as far away from fuel storage and “hot” loading pads as possible, at no time less than 200 feet.

8.2.	Unserviceable ammunition will not be stored or maintained on any FARP in the CJOA-A.

8.3.	Aviation munitions will remain sealed in their containers when not being used.  FARP 
ammunition will be elevated and covered to prevent damage from weathering.



9.	Ammunition Surveillance Program

[bookmark: bmk_9_1ASRP]9.1.	The Ammunition Stockpile Reliability Program (ASRP) 
ASRP is an Army program that continually measures stockpile reliability, providing data to 
ensure that ammunition and ammunition components available for issue and use are safe and 
reliable.  “Cradle to grave” responsibilities include monitoring the performance, reliability, and 
safety characteristics of ammunition items and munitions components.  Within the COJA-A, the 
ASRP is performed under the direction, policy, and guidance of USFOR-A J4 JMO with assistance 
from US Army Joint Munitions Command (JMC).  ASRP evaluates the functional and 
nonfunctional characteristics of the ammunition stockpile.  The program includes, but is not 
limited to; visual inspections and tests as well as review and evaluation of the full range of 
logistics operations and explosives safety functions.  Procedures for implementing this program 
are found in Supply Bulletin 742–1 and system specific supply bulletins.  Ammunition LAR and 
QASAS personnel are responsible for monitoring and maintaining all elements of the 
ammunition surveillance program within the CJOA-A.

9.1.1.	The ammunition surveillance program encompasses safety functions involving 
munitions during storage, handling, and use.  It provides review and reporting of conditions 
affecting safety and the recommendations for corrective actions.  All noncompliance will be 
documented and provided to the Commander responsible for signing the CoRA associated with 
the storage point, with copies furnished to unit BAO, SB Munitions Section, TSC Munitions 
Section, JMC SSTR and SCR 401st AFSB, and USFOR-A Explosives Safety.

9.1.2.	All ASAs and AHAs (to include FARPs) are subject to the ammunition surveillance 
program.  A unit issued munitions for operational purposes and holding that ammunition until 
use is considered to be storing ammunition and subject to portions of the surveillance program.

9.1.3.	The primary elements of the surveillance program consist of surveillance 
inspections and the review and monitoring of safety and logistics functions.  The inspection and 
review of these elements will be performed by QASAS personnel or Ammunition LARs, provided 
they have accredited qualifications.

9.1.4.	Surveillance inspections are administered IAW Supply Bulletin 742-1 and system 
specific publications, and as deemed necessary based on storage conditions.  Except for 
munitions issued to units, all surveillance inspections performed will be documented 
electronically in a Depot Surveillance Report comment and entered into the Munitions History 
Program (MHP).

9.1.5.	Surveillance personnel should prepare or review all surveillance portions of SOPs.  
SOPs will be prepared IAW AR 385-10 and AMC REG 700-107 for all ammunition operations.  
Ammunition operation SOPs will contain surveillance procedures for issues including, but not 
limited to the following:  transportation, receipt, storage, issue, maintenance, preservation and 
packaging, disposal, inspection, and surveillance of ammunition and explosives.

	9.1.6.		Foreign ammunition which has not been type classified and approved for US military use is not managed under the ASRP.  Consequently, these items are not authorized for use by US personnel.

[bookmark: bmk_9_2ACR]9.2.	Ammunition Condition Report (ACR)(DA Form 2415)

9.2.1.	The ACR is used to report failures, discrepancies, and other conditions of 
ammunition materiel and to request disposition instructions for the munitions.  The supporting 
QASAS and/or LAR are responsible for submitting the ACR documentation.

9.2.2.	ACRs will be submitted IAW USARCENT Memo:  USARCENT Policy for Preparing ACR, 
dated 22 June 2009.

[bookmark: bmk_10DISPOSAL]10.		Authorized Disposal of Serviceable/Unserviceable Munitions
The primary activity providing routine demilitarization/disposal of munitions within CJOA-A is 
the Joint Munitions Disposal-Afghanistan (JMD-A).  The primary activity providing emergency 
destruction and demil/disposal of munitions at FOB/COPs are military Combined Joint Task 
Force (CJTF)-Paladin Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD) personnel.

10.1.	Unserviceable munitions which are not cost effective to repair/refurbish, and serviceable 
munitions which are not cost effective to return to CONUS or transfer to another service, will 
be disposed of in the CJOA-A.

10.2.	If surveillance personnel determine the unserviceable munitions are unsafe to transport 
and/or store, local CJTF-Paladin EOD personnel will be requested to dispose of the items.

10.3.	Routine disposal of unserviceable munitions will be performed by JMD-A personnel IAW 
USFOR-A FRAGO 12-235.  Requests for JMD-A disposal services will be processed through 
USFOR-A J4 JMO, using the JMD-A Request Form (Appendix L).  If JMD-A personnel are not 
Available or cannot respond in a timely manner, local CJTF-Paladin EOD personnel may be 
requested to perform disposal of unserviceable munitions.

10.4.	Individual units will request disposition release from their supporting BAO or SB prior to 
requesting disposal of unserviceable munitions.

10.5.	IAW Supply Bulletin 742-1, unserviceable ammunition will be assigned the appropriate 
condition code by surveillance personnel.  Under the direction of QASAS, military ammunition 
specialists (89B) and properly trained and designated civilian technicians may assist QASAS with 
ammunition surveillance functions.

10.6.	ASA Accountable Officers will ensure ammunition that has been deemed unserviceable 
and/or non-economically repairable will be placed in condition code “H” and placed in the 
SAAS-ASP “DEM” account.  ASA Accountable Officers do not need TSC approval to move 
unserviceable/ non-economically repairable stocks from any account code to “DEM” account.

10.7.	All ASA disposal operations performed by CJTF-Paladin EOD personnel will be reported by 
the ASA Accountable Officer, to TSC Munitions Section and USFOR-A J4 JMO, within 48 hours of 
completion.  The report will identify quantity and DODIC of unserviceable destroyed as well as 
qty and DODIC of serviceable donor material issued.

10.8.	ASAs issuing munitions in support of disposal operations will issue “unserviceable” 
munitions utilizing the transaction code "DES" and issue the “serviceable” donor material used 
to dispose of unserviceable munitions using transaction code "DMA."

10.9.	Activities conducting disposal of unserviceable munitions are required to report disposal 
using the following guidelines.

10.9.1.	If destroying unserviceable munitions for individual units, a DA Form 5692-R, 
Certificate of Destruction, will be provided to the requesting unit/individual responsible for the accountability of the munitions.  The DA Form 5692-R will identify the DODIC, quantity and lot# of all items destroyed and will be verified by the senior person conducting the disposal (JMD-A/EOD Team Leader) and by the requesting unit responsible individual.

10.9.2.	If destroying unserviceable ASA munitions, a DA Form 5692-R, Certificate of 
Destruction will be provided to the requesting ASA Accountable Officer.  The DA Form 5692-R will identify the DODIC, quantity and lot# of all items destroyed and will be verified by the senior person conducting the disposal (JMD-A/EOD Team Leader) and by the requesting ASA Accountable Officer (or their representative).

10.9.3.	The primary means of disposing of small arms ammunition will be through 
incineration, utilizing an incinerator specifically designed for this purpose.  An alternative 
method of disposal is by open pit burning.  Open pit burning is authorized only as a last resort 
and only if the personnel conducting the operation can secure the area to prevent civilians 
from approaching.  If conducted, the area must remain secured until all burning has subsided 
and the area used for the burn has been inspected to ensure there is no longer a danger to 
civilian personnel.  When disposing of the small arms ammunition within the CJOA-A, the 
EOD/UXO Team Leader supervising the operation assumes all responsibility associated with any 
resulting civilian casualties.

[bookmark: bmk_11NONUS_ARMY]11.		Munitions Support to Non-US Army Forces 

11.1.	Non-US Army units must request a TAMIS account through the supporting SB or BAO, 
after receiving approval by USFOR-A J4 JMO.  All personnel requesting a TAMIS account must obtain an Army Knowledge Online account in order to access the TAMIS system. 

11.2.	The following information is required for the creation of a TAMIS account: 

11.2.1.	BDE/TF/Unit Name and primary location (specific Camp and RC).

11.2.2.	Assumption of Command Orders for your commander.

11.2.3.	DA Form 1687 for each account, stating who can request and receive munitions on 
behalf of the commander.

11.2.4.	DA Form 1687 for each account, stating who can approve munitions requests 
submitted on behalf of the commander (otherwise the Commander will be the only individual authorized to approve requests).

11.2.5.	Identification of the unit Ammunition Manager and primary POC.

11.2.6.	Submit the following information for the manager, requesters, and approvers:

11.3.	Items approved for issue from US Army ASAs will be authorized in TAMIS under the 
appropriate derivative UIC account for training ammunition, and TPE account for CL munitions.  These accounts will be created by USFOR-A J4 JMO upon approval of request.

[bookmark: bmk_12ACSA_LS]12.		Munitions Support to Coalition Forces using the Acquisition Cross-Servicing Agreements 
(ACSA) or Lift & Sustain (L&S) Programs

12.1.	ACSA and L&S programs are used to transfer support to Coalition Forces involved with 
operations in the CJOA-A.  Units that require near term or immediate support for munitions that cannot be resourced through their country’s supply system may request U.S. stocks IAW DoD and Command guidance, to include USFOR-A Policy “Money as a Weapon System-Afghanistan (MAAWS-A).”

12.2.	US Forces will not issue or provide allied partners with munitions items unless emergency 
conditions exist under direct contact combat situations.

12.3.	USFOR-A J4 JMO is the approving authority for all ACSA requests for munitions in the 
CJOA-A. ARCENT Munitions Section will review all ASCA’s prior to issuance. 

12.4.	Process:

12.4.1.	Units will submit ammunition requests for coalition forces via the CC35 form to 
their supporting SB (Appendix I).

[bookmark: OLE_LINK5][bookmark: OLE_LINK6]12.4.2.	TSC will complete CC35-1 to provide asset posture data required to determine 
supportability.  TSC will submit both the CC35 and CC35-1 to USFOR-A J4 JMO for approval.

12.4.3.	USFOR-A J4 JMO will coordinate the request with USARCENT G4 and the TSC 
Munitions Branch to approve supportability within regulatory guidelines, as required. USFOR-A J4 JMO will create and resource a TAMIS DUIC with Authorizations within TAMIS under the hierarchal level of “USFOR-A/OGA/Coalition Forces”.  USFOR-A J4 JMO will provide email notification to TSC, SB, and Unit to indicate action taken (approval, disapproval, or modification).

12.4.4.	USFOR-A J4 JMO will create and approve the e581 in TAMIS for CL issue to the 
Coalition Forces.  SB and TSC will be provided an information copy of the approved transaction from TAMIS for visibility info only.

12.4.5.	No validation is required for e581 to support CC35 requests.  ASAs will confirm 
CC35 transactions are processed only through established ACSA accounts in TAMIS.  DA Forms 1687 are not required at any level for CC35 transactions.

12.4.6.	ASAs will issue munitions and provide a copy of the completed (signed) DA Form 
581 to the SB, TSC, and USFOR-A J4 JMO.

12.4.7.	USFOR-A J4 JMO will submit completed CC35 packet to USFOR-A J4 Supply and 
Services Division, USARCENT, and USCENTCOM, as required, for closing the transaction process.

12.5.	Removal of foreign (non-US) munitions from the CJOA-A is the responsibility of the 
military force owning the munitions.  Foreign munitions often times look very similar to US munitions, however the color coding and functioning may be completely different.  For this reason, foreign munitions pose a significant hazard to US Forces.

12.5.1.	US personnel will not accept accountability for foreign munitions under any 
circumstances.

12.5.2.	US personnel may not utilize foreign munitions unless they have been type
classified and material released for use by US military.

12.5.3.	When foreign munitions are found unsecure, abandoned, or damaged, contact 
the nearest supporting EOD unit for proper disposition and removal.

PARAGRAPH 11-9 G (2) OF DA PAMPHLET 710-2-1, REQUIRES THAT AMMUNITION REQUESTS BE SIGNED BY A SFC OR ABOVE.  IN ADDITION, DA PAMPHLET 710-2-1 DOES NOT CLARIFY WHAT TASKS A CONTRACTOR MAY PERFORM IN THE AMMUNITION REQUEST PROCESS.

4. (U) THIS MESSAGE AUTHORIZES COMMANDERS TO DELEGATE AUTHORITY TO SGT AND ABOVE AND EQUIVALENT DA CIVILIAN TO REQUEST AMMUNITION, WITH DA FORM 581 (BLOCK 13C) AND WITHIN TAMIS-R.  COMMANDERS MAY DELEGATE AUTHORITY TO CONTRACTORS TO APPROVE (BLOCK 14A) AND RECEIVE (BLOCK 31B) AMMUNITION REQUESTS.  PARAGRAH 11-9 G (2) OF DA PAMPHLET 710-2-1 WILL BE UPDATED UPON NEXT REVISION.

5. (U) THE UNITED STATES MARINE CORPS SYSTEMS COMMAND, PM AMMO, HAS REQUESTED THAT MARINE UNITS BE EXEMPT FROM THE RANK REQUIREMENT FOR REQUESTING AMMUNITION (BLOCK 13C). 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Appendix E:  Ammunition Consumption Certificate

USE: The DA Form 5692, Ammunition Consumption Certificate, will be used for all categories of ammunition that is expended, to include CL, and TNG ammunition.  A separate form is required for each category of munitions being reported as used.

CONTROL: 

1.  Completed DA Form(s) 5692 will be submitted to the supporting SB once signed by the unit commander.  Digital signatures are authorized and recommended. The unit commander’s signature validates all munitions identified on DA Form 5692 were expended with no live ammunition remaining.  Document numbers will be inserted and tracked.

2.  SBs will input all data received from subordinate units’ DA Forms 5692 into TAMIS using the “expenditure management” function.  Expenditures will not be posted as issued or turned in.  SB will post expenditures by TPE UIC, DODIC, quantity, ASP received, date(s) consumed, and issue document number (if known), as shown on each DA Form 5692. Expenditures will be posted to TAMIS NLT 24 hours from receipt from subordinate unit.

INSTRUCTIONS:  

1.  All DA Forms 5692 must state the unit’s TPE UIC on the form in the “Unit Block”.

2.  Serial numbers must be provided when applicable and on all munitions tracked by serial number.

3.  Unit Commanders or designated representatives will sign the bottom validating the use of the ammunition. Form may be digitally signed and emailed in the CJOA-A to expedite the submission process.

4.  DA Forms 5692 will be submitted to the supporting SB NLT 24 hours after receiving the commander’s signature.  Document numbers will be inserted and tracked.

Appendix J:  Ammunition Malfunction Reporting

A malfunction is the failure of an ammunition item to function as expected when fired or launched, or when explosive components function during a nonfunctional test.  Malfunctions do not include accidents or incidents that result from negligence, malpractice or situations such as vehicle accidents or fires. 

Malfunctions consists of hang fires, misfires, duds,  abnormal and/or premature functioning of explosive munitions (i.e., warheads, missiles/rockets) during handling, maintenance, storage, transportation, training and/or lethal operations.  

A hang fire is an undesired delay in the functioning of a firing system. A hang fire for a rocket occurs if the rocket propellant is ignited by the firing impulse, but the rocket fails to exit the launcher within the expected time (applies to HYDRA–70/2.75 inch rocket). 

A misfire is a failure of a primer, propelling charge of a round, or rocket or guided missile ignition and/or propulsion system to function, wholly or in part. 

A dud is an explosive munitions that has not been armed as intended or has failed to explode after being armed.

After a malfunction occurs, units must ensure the following take place: 

1. Preserve the firing point. 
2. Do not alter the weapon. 
3. Do not alter any remaining ammunition.
4. Take note of the climatic conditions at the time of the malfunction to include ambient temperature, humidity, whether it was raining, snowing, overcast, cloudy, or sunny.
5. Take note of the condition of the ammunition.
6. Take note of how the ammunition had been stored – was it properly packaged?
7. Take note of how many rounds you have fired prior to the incident.
8. Take note of NSN, DODIC, and lot number
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Appendix K:  LOGSTAR (Ammunition) Report

Units will provide their TF/BCT AO with a Daily LOGSTAR report throughout their rotation in support of Operation Enduring Freedom. The BAO will submit a consolidated LOGSTAR for all units with their respective TF/BCT’s to the supporting SB daily. Section II, Terms

Authorization - The quantity of munitions that a unit or organization may receive in support of validated requirements.  Authorizations are published in the Total Ammunition Management Information System (TAMIS). 

Ammunition Support Activity (ASA) – Any munitions support activity which conducts retail issues and turn-ins of munitions, and performs maintenance of munitions.  Encompasses the following activities: ASP, ATHP, CSA, and TSA.

Ammunition Holding Area (AHA) – AHA storage sites are locations where ammunition which has been issued to units can be safely stored.  Normally the sites are “cited” and approved for storage of explosives IAW explosive citing criteria, separated by quantity distance (QD) standards.  When these areas cannot be located a sufficiently safe distances from personnel and/or military equipment, a Certificate of Risk Acceptance (CoRA) is completed by the Command responsible for the AHA.  AHAs may consist of one or more storage sites and usually involve some level of acceptance of risks to personnel, facilities and equipment that are greater than normally permitted.  An AHA storage site can be an open pad, uploaded vehicle, MILVAN or ISO container, barricaded cell, etc.  An AHA is not an activity or element, simply a physical location.

Combat load (CL) – The quantity and type of munitions a weapon/weapons platform and its MTOE-designated munitions carriers are designed to hold.  Bulk munitions (grenades, signals, etc.) are not associated with a weapon or weapon platform.  

Department of Defense Identification Code (DODIC) – Alphanumeric designation used to identify a specific item or component part of munitions materiel (for example, D544 is the DODIC for 155-mm projectile, HE).

Explosives Safety Site License - An installation-generated document that shows the allowable net explosives weight at each explosives site. 

Expenditure – Fired; not just issued from their ASA, BLAHA, or AHA.

Explosive Safety Office - Provides assistance and guidance on explosive safety throughout Afghanistan in the preparation of ammunition and explosives storage licenses, site plans, and – in the absence of site plans – certificates of risk acceptance (CoRAs). 

Forward Arming and Refueling Point (FARP) – A temporary facility, organized, equipped, and deployed by an aviation commander and normally located in the main battle area closer to the area of operation than the aviation unit’s combat service area to provide fuel and ammunition necessary for the employment of aviation maneuver units in combat. 

Magazine - Any building, MILVAN/ISO, or structure – except operating buildings – used for the storage of ammunition and explosives. 

Malfunction - Failure of an ammunition item to function as expected when fired, launched, or when explosive items function under conditions that should not cause functioning.  

QASAS - Quality Assurance Specialist (Ammunition Surveillance) are GS-1910 series (career program 20) Department of the Army civilians managed IAW AR 702-12 who provide command ammunition technical guidance and accomplish/oversee the Ammunition Surveillance Program. 

Site Plan - A package consisting of documents, drawings, and maps/tables that provide the facility’s design and construction, intended use, location, and spatial relationship with other facilities (explosive and non-explosive). 

Stockage objectives – The quantity of munitions (CL, TNG, and Army pre-positioned stocks) required to ensure that all training and operations in a theater can be conducted until resupply occurs. 

Surveillance - The observation, inspection, investigation, test, study, and classification of ammunition, ammunition components, and explosives in movement, storage, and use with respect to degree of serviceability and rate of deterioration.
