Structural Integrity Job Aid (Based on IMO Circ. 138)

	The below criteria are deemed to place a person in danger.

Use the following criteria to make immediate out of service determinations.  
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Top Rails:
Dents or Bends > 60mm (~2.4”)

Cracks or Tears > 45mm (~1.75”)

Headers:
Dents, Bends, Cracks or Tears > 80mm (~3”)

Corner Posts:

Dents, Bends, Cracks or Tears > 50mm (~2”)
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Cross Members:

Two or more adjacent members missing or detached from bottom rails

20% or more of the total number of members  missing or detached
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Locking Rod Assemblies: 

Each inner locking rod must function
	Sills:

Dents, Bends, Cracks or Tears > 100mm (~4”)

Bottom Rails:
Dents or Bends > 100mm (~4”)

Cracks or Tears > 75mm (~3”)
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Corner Fittings:

No missing fittings

No through cracks or tears
Components Adjoining Corner Fittings:
Any weld separation > 50mm (~2”)

Multiple Damage in the Same Component:
Sum of damage can not exceed the limit of one source of damage

Tank Containers:

Components which attach the tank to the frame shall be functional and not damage the tank 
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All Structural Members:

No Cracks, Breaks, Holes or Tears

No Dents or bends > 19mm (0.75”)

No distortion to overall configuration
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Floor and Sidewall:

No protrusions that affect loading
No holes (Weather Tight)
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Doors:
All hinges and parts must be fully functional

Gaskets must seal
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Repairs:

No lap splices

1 butt splice allowed between headers and front sill

2 butt splices allowed on any one side rail 

No splices on any corner post or door sill
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Note:  No open top containers may be used as magazines
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
