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Definition:  The RAD Process is an Air Force Materiel Command (AFMC) command-wide process used to identify and obtain approval of contract support services (CSS) requirements with a total value equal to the Simplified Acquisition Threshold (SAT) (currently $150K) or greater.  AFMC uses the RAD process to ensure organic resources and CSS are efficiently, effectively, and judiciously utilized (i.e., organic resources are not available for proposed contracted support).
