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Definition:  The Logistics Health Assessment (LHA) provides the Life Cycle community a standard, tailorable, user friendly tool to report on and ensure long-term sustainment and availability considerations that can be identified and integrated into early program decisions and re-evaluated throughout the lifecycle of the program/system.  This AFLCMC standard process consists of the following Work Breakdown Structure (WBS) events:
· Determine if an LHA is needed
· Perform & submit initial LHA
· Approve LHA
· Review LHA
· Use LHA data for multiple reviews 
· Roll up & analyze product support  metric data
· Review product support health 
· Perform quarterly LHA update
· Perform trend analysis

 BES Clarification/Supplemental Guidance (Mandatory):
This process only applies to ACAT programs that appear on the Acquisition Master List (AML).  Therefore, for Defense Business Systems, ONLY ACAT I & III programs need to complete the LHA.  Systems in the O&S phase with NO ACAT initiatives should NOT complete the LHA at this point in time.
