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Definition: The Standard Process for Financial Funds Flow & Funds Control provdes the framework and the steps necessary to ensure that funds received by Air Force Life Cycle Management Center (AFLCMC) are properly loaded into the Air Force accounting system in accordance with appropriate regulations and guidelines. The process encompasses all fund types executed by AFLCMC organizations not limited to, but including AF Investment, AF Operations & Maintenance, Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD) appropriations, and funds from other Major Commands (MAJCOMs). Centralized Asset Management (CAM) (OAC 87) funding is not part of this process.
