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Description:  Configuration Control (synonymous with Change Control) is the function which is perhaps the most visible element of Configuration/Data Management (C/DM).  It facilitates the systematic proposal, justification, evaluation, coordination, approval or disapproval of configuration changes and the implementation of approved configuration changes to a Configuration Item (CI) along with the corresponding configuration baseline documentation data. 

Purpose:  Change control is a necessary function in all phases and types of acquisition and sustainment programs.  The creation of the AFLCMC brought various ways of accomplishing changes under one center.  Creating a standard process that can be used by each AFLCMC organization through the life cycle of the product will provide basic consistency to maintain and control documented baselines.  This standard process is mandatory for all AFLCMC organizations.  Organizations may utilize local and/or organizational Configuration Change Control processes as long as they adhere to this standard process.  Organization processes shall be coordinated through AFLCMC/EZSC to ensure there is no departure from this standard process.
