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Development Planning Process
Definition:  According to Department of Defense Instruction (DoDI) 5134.16, Deputy Assistant Secretary of Defense for Systems Engineering (DASD(SE)), Development Planning (DP) encompasses the engineering analysis and technical planning activities that provide the foundation for informed investment decisions on the fundamental path a materiel development will follow to effectively and affordably meet operational needs.   
The overall goal of DP is to consistently launch high-confidence acquisition programs responsive to requirements that emerge from the Joint Capability Integration and Development System (JCIDS) process for Weapon Systems and the Business Capability Lifecycle (BCL) process for Defense Business Systems (DBS).
The DP process consists of three (3) principal processes:  Capability Planning and Analysis (CP&A), Concept Development and Material Solution Analysis leading to Milestone A. 
Note: AFLCMC/HIQD is the focal point for PEO BES DP activities.
