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Contract Award Sole Source (Release of RFP to Contract Award) 
Definition:  The Standard Process for Contract Award Sole Source includes the activities necessary to award a sole source (non-competitive) contract following a Request for Proposal (RFP) release. The process is consistent with AFMC MP 5304, December 2014. The process is organized into six high-level activities or phases, as follows:
· Release of RFP (Letter/Formal) to Receipt of Adequate Proposal
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Fact-Finding and Evaluation
· Business Clearance
· Negotiations
· Contract Clearance
· Contract Award
Note:  Per AFPEO BES OI 63-5, Acquisition Support and Execution, all BES ACAT programs, any non-ACAT, or services contract actions over $150K are mandated to coordinate with the ASO prior to PEO engagement.  Only those programs at WPAFB conducting source selection under FAR Part 15 will use the WPAFB ACE.
