The small business Individual Subcontracting Plan must be determined to be acceptable by the PCO in order for the Offeror to be eligible for contract award.  The successful Offeror’s small business subcontracting plan will be incorporated into the contract at contract award.

Some areas of importance to MDA include: 
(1) Expanding the pool of qualified small businesses to increase competition for production of components, piece parts, (includes hardware and software), and to perform sustainability services for MDA acquired systems. 
(2) Engaging small businesses to serve as alternative sources in order to mitigate the risks of single point failures in the supply chain and increase the quality of supplies or services.
(3) Leveraging investments in the Small Business Innovation Research (SBIR)/Small Business Technology Transfer (STTR) programs to transition appropriate technologies into operational or planned systems.

The description must include small business goals and the extent to which the goals were achieved in relevant contracts that required subcontracting plans.  DoD Comprehensive Subcontracting Plan Test Program participant’s narrative description must provide the government with sufficient details of small business utilization performance on relevant contracts for the government to assess the relevant contract’s small business utilization contributions to achieving comprehensive subcontracting plan goals and enhancing opportunities for small business concerns.
