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which adds a new § 2431a. Acquisition strategy" section to Title 10


The FY 2016 NDAA Section 821 creates a new ‘‘§ 2431a. Acquisition strategy" section that includes the following statement in the acquisition strategy "Considerations" section:  "(c)(2)(G) International involvement, including foreign military sales and cooperative opportunities, in accordance with section 2350a of this title."  The FY 2016 NDAA's Section 821 through addition of § 2431 also amends (modifies) 10 USC 2350a as shown below:


10 USC 2350a(e) COOPERATIVE OPPORTUNITIES DOCUMENT.—

(1) In order to ensure that opportunities to conduct cooperative research and development projects are considered at an early point during the formal development review process of the
Department of Defense in connection with any planned project of the Department, opportunities for such cooperative research and development shall be addressed in the acquisition strategy for the project, the Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition, Technology, and Logistics shall prepare a cooperative opportunities document before the first milestone or decision point with respect to that project for review by the Defense Acquisition Board at formal meetings of the Board.

(2) A cooperative opportunities discussion document referred to in paragraph (1) shall includeconsider the following: 
(A) A statement indicating wWhether or not a project similar to the one under consideration by the Department of Defense is in development or production by any country or organization referred to in subsection (a)(2) or NATO organizations.
(B) If a project similar to the one under consideration by the Department of Defense is in development or production by one or more countries and organizations referred to in subsection (a)(2), an assessment by the Under Secretary of Defense for Acquisition, Technology, and Logistics as to whether that project could satisfy, or could be modified in scope so as to satisfy, the military requirements of the project of the United States under consideration by the Department of Defense. 
(C) An assessment of the advantages and disadvantages with regard to program timing, developmental and life cycle costs, technology sharing, and Rationalization, Standardization, and Interoperability (RSI) of seeking to structure a cooperative development program with one or more countries and organizations referred to in subsection (a)(2) or NATO organizations.
(D) A recommendation to the milestone decision authority The recommendation of the Under Secretary as to whether the Department of Defense should explore the feasibility and desirability of a cooperative development program with one or more countries and organizations referred to in subsection (a)(2) or NATO organizations.
