Government & Industry Exchange Program

Great news for data management professionals!  At the recent Quarterly Meeting of the GEIA G33 and G47 Committees Ms. Donna Paulson announced that OSD Acquisition, Technology & Logistics (AT&L) has begun an effort to develop a Data Manager Exchange (DMX) Program.  The idea is to provide data managers with an “insight” approach and understanding to all aspects of data management. Some program aspects that are being considered are:

•
A one year maximum assignment in the same locality (to keep down costs)

•
All expenses incurred such as travel and salaries will be the responsibility of the parent organization.

•
DMX participants should have new or junior level responsibilities.

•
Only new programs will be considered for involvement in the DMX program...Future Combat Systems is under consideration.

•
Intention is that a statement of duties will be developed with an Exchange Agreement to be recognized by all and signed by Directors of all organizations.

The announcement generated a positive response from government and industry data managers in attendance.  A significant number of comments/questions were provided as feedback directly to Ms. Paulson who will take them under consideration.  Some initial feedback indicated that shorter-term exchanges at critical points in a project might be more beneficial.
