Question: How do you find information about ammunition?
Example: DODIC-AZ33
Look up AZ33 in the YellowBook or the JHCS to get the cartridge caliber and model number. The YellowBook has AZ33 listed as Cartridge, 7.62mm Ball L2A2 Linked. Use this information to look up the specific ammo item in the Data Sheets. TM 43-0001-27, Army Ammunition Data Sheets for Small Caliber Ammunition, is a good source for item description. Applicable DODICs are listed, along with packaging drawing numbers. The data sheets will also provide additional references. You can download this pub from the ASIS dropdown menu in MHP. Go to ASIS, select Army Publications, then select TMs. The TM can also be downloaded from LOGSA.

NEW and UN Number (10/15/16)
Question: Where can you find the net explosive weight (NEW) and UN number for a DODIC?
An ammunition’s NEW and UN number can be found on the JHCS. The JHCS is available on MHP at https://mhp.redstone.army.mil. Request access to the MHP. Then request access to View the JHCS.

Question: What is the best/latest site to look for drawings both individual items and unitization drawings?
The DAC web, https://www3.dac.army.mil/, has the most current unitization, storage, and out-load drawings. Select the Explosives Safety Engineering link or use the CAPULDI link to find drawings. The location for conventional ammunition item drawings is https://aepportal.pica.army.mil/. The Engineering Data Information Server (EDIS) is the official repository for all AMCOM Special Packaging Instructions (SPI), drawings, and parts lists and is available at https://g6msd.redstone.army.mil/edis.asp. You will need to establish accounts with the latter two sites.
