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Description:  This document prescribes a standard process that serves as the foundation for accountability of GFE in the Contractor’s possession.  The intent is for this process to be applicable to both stocklisted and non-stocklisted equipment.  The Air Force is in the process of releasing policy that will make this process mandatory for non-stocklisted items. This process will be updated to follow the policy when released.  Until that time, programs loaning non-stocklisted equipment should still ensure their contracts include the required clauses and attachments and that the accountability of the equipment is maintained in the accountable property system of record (APSR).
