ACC Int’l Community of Practice (ICOP) Q & A

Date:  December 10, 2014 (Updated April 2016)

Question:  I would like to learn more about International Acquisition Career Path (IACP) certification -- how is this accomplished?

Answer:  There is an International Acquisition Career Path (IACP) and USD(AT&L) Kendall expanded it in September 2014 to include all relevant DoD Acquisition Workforce career fields (previously IACP was restricted to the Program Management (PM) career field).  AT&L/Int'l Cooperation and DAU staff members are currently working with the MILDEP and 4th Estate Director, Acquisition Career Managers (DACMs) to conduct the detailed Position Coding Description (PCD) effort required by the attached USD(AT&L) Memo signed on September 2, 2014. 

All DoD Int'l Acquisition positions across relevant career fields are in the process of being coded by the DoD Component Directors of Acquisition Career Management (DACMs).  As of April 2016, some DACMs are further along than others.  DAU has updated its iCatalog to reflect the guidance contained in the USD(AT&L) Memo that expands the IACP to all career fields to enable individuals within the Defense Acquisition Workforce to apply for and attend the required DAU international acquisition courses – for details consult the DAU iCatalog at:  (http://icatalog.dau.mil/onlinecatalog/careerLvlInt.aspx?lvl=1&cfld=18)
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The International Acquisition Functional IPT (FIPT), led by AT&L/International Cooperation, is still evaluating the approach they plan to use to document "IACP certifications" for individuals who have completed all of the required IACP education and training requirements for each Level (at the present time there are no IACP experience requirements).  However, they have not yet decided on IACP-specific terminology or tracking details.  We will do our best to keep the ACC Int'l Community of Practice (ICOP) website updated with the latest information as this effort progresses.
