HQ Joint Munitions Command (JMC), in coordination
with the Army Research, Development, and
Engineering Command (ARDEC), has reviewed and
changed a number of inspection intervals. The result is
the new Conventional Ammunition Inspection Interval
Listing provided in this message.

Included in the listing is the Priority Listing. The
purpose of the Priority Listing is to identify readiness
inspections for Army stocks based on training and
combat requirements. JMC installations when
scheduling inspections will use the Priority

Listing. Other commands should use the Priority
Listing based on operating requirements.

The attached updated listing (dated 1 July 15) reflects
additions, revisions, changes and/or corrections made
to the listing.

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Integrated Process Team (IPT) Meetings,
Migration to Standard Army Ammunition
System (SAAS) System Change
Package (SCP) 11

Purpose: This information paper provides information
on the purpose of this series of SAAS SCP 11 IPT
Meetings and the topics to be discussed at the first IPT.

Program Executive Office Enterprise Information
Systems (PEO EIS) Product Lead Logistics Information
Systems (PL LIS) is preparing SAAS SCP 11 for
release to using units starting in January 2017 after
successful completion of User Acceptance Test (UAT)
conducted by USAREUR units. This SCP employs a
web-based system architecture which will maintain the
systems operational viability, simplify cybersecurity
update processes, and reduce sustainment costs until
SAAS is replaced by a next generation management
capability.

The introduction of SAAS SCP 11 will convert the
existing hub-and-spoke architecture of individual
islands of ammunition management information to a
web-based architecture. This will significantly improve
ammunition asset visibility and the effectiveness of
transactional exchanges between storage and
management nodes (BDE-Level Ammo Transfer
Holding Points (ATHP), Storage Areas and Points
(TSA/ASP), and Material Management location). (See
ENCL)

IAW the referenced EXORD, HQDA will host an IPT
meeting on 27 Jul 17, 0800-0930 EDT, via Defense
Collaborative Services (DCS) to inform Commands and
their subordinate ammunition management units of
their roles and responsibilities to successfully migrate
from SAAS-MOD to SAAS SCP 11. Participation by
representatives of all ACOMs, ASCCs, ARNG,
USARC, and DRUs is requested. Subordinate
ammunition management units/activities that employ
SAAS-MOD are welcome and encouraged to
participate.
