HQ Joint Munitions Command (JMC), in 

coordination with the Army Research, 

Development, and Engineering Command 

(ARDEC), has reviewed and changed a number 

of inspection intervals. The result is the new 

Conventional Ammunition Inspection Interval 

Listing. 

 

Included in the Listing is the Priority Listing. 

The purpose of the Priority Listing is to identify 

readiness inspections for Army stocks based on 

training and combat requirements. JMC 

Installations when scheduling inspections will 

use the Priority Listing. Other Commands 

should use the Priority Listing based on 

operating requirements. Contributed by Mr. Smith.

Identification of Ammunition, formerly 
known as Ammo-76, is now an official 

course. 
 

Ammo-76-DL Identification of Ammunition 

(4E-F50/645-F34 (DL)) 

Description: This course provides a basic introduction to 

the logistical terms used to identify and manage 

ammunition stockpiles. This course provides details on 

National Stock Numbers (NSNs) and their component 

elements, DOD Identification Codes (DODICs), and the 

use and interpretation of ammunition lot numbers and 

propellant lot numbers. 

Audience: This course is intended for those who require a 

fundamental understanding of the logistical terms used to 

identify and manage ammunition stockpiles. 

Special Information: This course is provided as a web-

based course. Students must have web access, a CAC 

card, and an AKO account. Students must register through 

ATRRS for course credit. It is recommended that you 

have a high-speed Internet connection in order to view the 

course.
