 - Shelf Life Status and Projections, 

October 2016 
 

 Two of the slides summarize current and projected 

shelf life extensions for fielded out-of production 

missile inventories by model/variant.   

 Future shelf life extensions that are LIKELY to 

occur, based on current data and SRP funding, are 

listed as ‘Projected’.  

 Future extensions that will not occur in the near 

future, require additional SRP testing, or are at risk 

(unfavorable data, funding shortfalls, etc) are listed 

as ‘Potential’.  

The current Program Budget Guidance is for full 

funding of SRP in FY17.
