PEO Ammo is designated as the SMCA Executor, 
responsible for the acquisition of conventional ammunition for 
all military Services. PEO Ammo is located at Picatinny Arsenal, 
New Jersey, and is comprised of four Project Management (PM) 
and two Project Director (PD) offices.

JMC’s mission is to provide Joint Forces with ready, reliable, 
lethal munitions at the right place and time to sustain 
global operations.  JMC serves as the Field Operating Activity 
for the Single Manager for Conventional Ammunition. As such,  
JMC is responsible for ammunition storage and surveillance; 
distribution; demilitarization; and production for the 
Department of Defense. JMC manages a nationwide network 
of facilities (ammunition plants & storage depots), as well as 
TACON of the Chemical Materials Activity (CMA).  JMC 
Headquarters is located on the Rock Island Arsenal, in Rock 
Island, Illinois.
